AT THE
May of the May Shipbuilding

Company of Philadelphia who was at
the New Willard last night say that all
shipbuilders are watching with keenest
interest the outcome of the trial of the
monster Lusitania the ocean flyer that is
literally eating up space In a race against
time across the Atlantic Ocean

Of course it is an experiment said
Mr May last night and It Is en such
magnitude that If it k subceseful it will
mean much Of course we all have our
ideas as to ship construction but until
this boat is safely in port we do not care
to discuss the possible outcome The ex-
periment is being conducted on such a
grand scale that it will mean much for
the future of the transAtlantic liners
One feature that you may not know ia
that the Lusitania carries only about 700
tons of freight about the same as the
boats that run between Washington and
Norfolk She is not bunt for the
freightcarrying business but will handle
almost exclusively passenger traffic

It is the largest and the fastest of all
boats It is fitted up on such a magnifi-
cent scale of lavishness as to compare
with the most fastidious of American ho-
tels Its capacity practically thirty
statute miles an hour which te as good
as the speed of practically all trains in
the country with the exception of the
special flyers on a few special runs

The turbine type of engine with which
she is equipped is adapted better tot
spending than for cruising at a speed of
something like fifteen or sixteen knots an
hour At high speed the turbine Is more
economical than a reciprocating engine
but the same is not true at a cruising
speed Another thing that has escaped
general notice and that Is that the tur-
bine is the oldest form of steam engine
The original form of course wee not
exactly like that now in use but much
like it Turbine engines are used on the
English Channel boats and as soon ad
they clear their docks they go at full
speed and make the twentytwo mites in
an hour Turbine types are also being
used in a new steamer running from New
York to Boston which made a trial trip
this week going around Cape Cod and
landing in Boston in a little more than
fourteen hours The company proposes
to send steamers from New York In the
evening and land passengers in Boston
about 8 oclock the next morning Tur-
bine types are also being used in a num-
ber of river type of boats

As for the Lusitania I believe she will
be a success There are many people who
have plenty of money to patronize such
a Hne and who want to go in a hurry
You know the English government loan-
ed the Cunard Company the money at Z

per cent to build this boat and Imagine
whet a troop ship she would make Five
thousand men could be moved in a hurry
on such a boat and I imagine she will
make faster time than on her maiden
trip after she has been worked out
