Col James Armstrong commercial and
marine editor of the Charleston News and
Courier is Messed with a memory which
comprehends the important events and
the minute details of all that has

In and about the port of Charleston
for the past fifty years The News and
Courier is the third oldest daily news-

paper In the United States It has had a
marine department since the late 3Qs of
the last century Its ftrst marine editor
was James Gordon Bennett afterward
the founder of the New York Herald and
the father of modern American journal-
ism He was succeeded by William S

King who continued his activity until
1852 Then there were several others and
shortly alter the civil war Col Armstrong
took up the work which he is Still doing

To Illustrate how details are stored in
his memory a friend engaged him in con-

versation about antebellum pOlitics In
what building was the Democratic con-

vention of 18 held he was asked In
the old South Carolina hall which was
burned during the war I remember the
arrival of the Massachusetts delegation
Caleb Cushing and Benjamin F Butler
were its leaders Gushing was made pres-

ident of the convention and Butler dis-

tinguished himself by voting for Jefferson
Davis for fiftyseven ballots The Massa-
chusetts delegation came by sea in the
steamer S R Spauldlng They had Gil
morns band with them and wore given a
greaf reception when they landed

CoL Armstrong was a Confederate sol-

dier and was badly wounded m the leg

a few days before surrender He
was taken prisoner and was in a hos-

pital tent at City Point Va Mr Lincoln
was there and came into the tent and
spoke to him kindly After a few days
CoL Armstrong was taken to Washington
arriving on the same day Lincoln was

assassinated When the news of the
tragedy in Fords Theater reached the
hospital a nurse told Col Armstrong
Next morning he awakened and thought-
he had dreamed of the President having
been shot and he turned to another
wounded prisoner and began to tell his
dream The other man held up a news-

paper blackbordered and Armstrong
knew it was not a dream was in
that hospital just one year Tfeen h
limped back to Charleston and his ships
to begin five decades of hard worse

James T Harahan president of the
