London P TCKN that Race

London Sept 21 It is practically
the universal view among yachtsmen
throughout the United Kingdom that
unless the New York Yatch Club mod-
ifies the conditions it now imposes for
a contest for the Americas Cup no
challenger for the trophy is likely again
to leave Great Britain in the face of
the rejection of Sir Thomas Liptons
challenge

The disappointment of the yachting
community is intense and its surprise
I hardly less pronounced among Clydr
yachtsmen who probably more
keenly absorbed in the struggle for
the cup than yachting devotees else

in the United Kingdom It Is
held that no challenger can or ought
to think of sending a crew across the
Atlantic aboard a vessel which could
be hoped to compete on level terms
with an American freak

The late G L Watsons views upon the
subject are recalled and generally in-

dorsed He said It was Impossible to
push the development of cup racers
further on the lines they had been
going It would be criminal folly to send
on an ocean voyage the craft required-
to meet a further development of the Re-

liance type In quarters where the New
York Yacht Clubs absolute Inflexibility
is postulated the hope of a contest Is re-

garded as dead and the Americas Cup
will henceforth be regarded as merely an
interesting antique embodying remi-
