American Soldiers Prevent
FarMier Cuban Revolt

NATIVES IMPRESSED BY ACT

Arrest of Lender in Plnnr del Rio
Serve an Varnlnpr and Insur-
rection Will Follow Gen Gomez
Warned to Be DIncrete Occupation
liny Be Extended Result

Havana Sept 27 Troop I of Elev-

enth Cavalry Mt town of Pinar del
Rio let wasttrn end of the
province to March for persons Implicated
in the agitation for an uprising

The troop will probably remain in the
country for several days possibly taking-
a temporary station in the vicinity of the
town of San Juac y Martinex about
twenty miles west of Pinar del Rio The
natives are much impreased by the ac
tivity of the American troops who are
being used more freely than at any time
hitherto Heretofore the situation has
been handled by the ruralee

Pinar del Rio was tremendously excited
last night by constant rumors of open
outbreak The followers of the eaders
who were arrested and lodged in jail
here Wednesday are very angry One ot
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of Pinar del Rio to the jail warden
Armed Guard in Jail

The American officers were informed
late last evening that if an outbreak oc-

curred this morning he Intended to take
to the woods ftrst releasing all the pris-
oners in his charge Cot Parker upon
receipt of tbl information stationed an
armed patrol of American soldiers around
the jail This te the most belligerent
stand yet taken by the Americans

While every one in the province of
Pinar del Rio is much worried it to

that the arrest of Parra Ducasm
and Miret will serve as a warning and
there be no Insurrection A special
judge of the awttencia was dIeted by
Gov Magooa to Investigate the con-

spiracy This may lead to other arrests
The government is apparently determined
to make the present case serve as a
warning against future efforts The pal-

ace Is inundated with telegrams and
from various points of the island

congratulating the officials upon the
course taken

Shift Blame on Parra
Politicians are working for the release

of the prisoners with the exception of
Parra in whom no seems to be in-

terested He apparently has no affilia-
tion with the politicians and because of
this everybody seems to be willing that
the blame for the trouble be laid upon
him The Conservatives are endeavoring
to onvince Gov Maroon of the com-
plete innocence of Ducasse

Gen Gomez one of the Liberal can-
didates for the Presidency who tolerated
Mfry antiAmerican sentiments while he
was present at political meetings has
received an Intimation from the govern-
ment that he would better exercise
discretion

Observers see hi the present situation
the possibility of its being advanced
