A paper read by James J Britt of

the AsberUle N C bar before the
Pen and Plate Club of that city OR the
growth of the Federal Constitution ac-
cepts frankly the doctrine of construc-
tive interpretation of that instrument as-

a practical way of adapting It to the
l hanging needs of the country The Con-

stitution as he shows has undergone a
process of development so that the writ
ten instrument no longer expresses the
full scope of national power He sketches

the main lines of this historical
development from Marshalls great de-

cision sustaining the constitutionality of
a national bank to the insular decisions
upholding our right to hold distant col-
onies and concludes that whatever the
nation linda it necessary to do it wit
find authority for doing All this te
sufficiently familiar to the student of
constitutional history though it is often
forgotten by those who echo that mean-
ingless cry Back to the Constitution
us if the Constitution under which we
Lye were not a living organism We
may stop tbe course of constitutions
development but we cannot undo the
past

Mr Britt believes that in the vast
repositories of implied powers contained
in various clauses of the Constitution
ample authority can be found for Fed-
eral legislation for the regulation of in-

dustrial and insurance corporations for
enforcing the treaty rights of foreign-
ers for correcting the evils of child
labor and for a uniform marriage and
divorce law But when the nation has
done all this and more it te yet a
potent and interesting fact that K per-
cent of all the laws of all the functions
or control that touch the daily life of
the people Is yet administered by the
States This te the conclusive answer
to those whofear that extension of Fed-
eral power mesas the wiping out of
State boundaries and the obliteration of
the States Many matters of national
concern may pass to Federal control

by the agreement amount to only 9CLMO
or only 14 per cent of our total imparta-
tion from Germany in the fiscal year ItN

Two years or more ego I was Ian

much benefit from those two products
as it has from its vast forests of virgin
timber

Columbia have been condnctmg experi-
ments with this wood for the past two
years and we have come to the con-
clusion that we have struck a great In-

vention which will be of benefit to tho
entire South

I am here at present at the request of
the Southern Railway to show them the
results of our experiments sad to give
them a chance to use this reclaimed wood
for the building of railroad cars and In-

side work of all kinds We are condnct-
ng our experiments in Brooklyn The

ed in work
