Anna Karanlna at the Belasco
Theater last night The play Is based on
Count Tolstois novel of the same name
and possibly out of compliment to his
compatriot the Russian Ambassador
Baron Rosen and his family occupied a
box The play is by Edmond Gulraud
adapted for the American stage by
Thomas W Broadhurst and It sticks
pretty closely to the main theme of the
nOvel

Let it be said at the outset that as
presented by Virginia Harned Mr John
Mason and an excellent acting company
Anna Karenina Is a play of Intense
emotional moments strong situations
and appeals to the surface sympathies
that are so subtle and adroitly put that
they threaten to be most dangerous to
the average theatergoer That the play
is a clever entertainment considered
solely as such no one can deny It is
full of life color and character Its

moments are well set off with com
edy which If not of a high class is still
like Bassanios Scenical
ly It has all the art that a liberal stage
management could possibly give It and
with all his trying in many melodramas
Mr Lincoln J Carter has never yet put
on so realistic a train effect as that in
the last act of Miss Harneds play Why
even the steam was real

Anna Karenina is another one of those
plays built on the Camlllc Gautier motif
The ingredients for all of this
genre are the same have been the same
from time that one won-
ders that the modern dramatist should
think them worth while they would not
if they could remember Tennysons

Briefly the story of the play is this
It opens at the house of SUva
Oblonsky at Moscow He is the brother of
Anna Karenina and he is a devil among
women as he says It is because he
has been unfaithful to his wife that he
sends for Anna to get his wife to forgive
him She does so At Princ Stiras
house she meets Vronsky and falls In
love with him Up to this time she has

faithful to her husband Alexis Kar
enina and her little son She is faithful
still but she leads Vronsky on until
in the first scene of the second act while
she is at the races Vronsky tells her
that he loves her

Her husband finds it out and takes
her home In the second scene of the
act leads her by a trick to confess
her love for Vronsky and a cruel trtek
It is In the third act she is in Venice
In a palace with Vronsky Hor husband
win not grant but that
does not much matter as both are very
happy in first flush of love The
fourth act returns to St Petersburg
where Anna comes risking everything
to see her child She is discovered by
her husband and ordered out of the
house The first scene of the last act
shows Vronskys home in Moscow Kare
nina has been induced to grant the di-

vorce but now Vronsky is tiring and
does not want to marry her She finds
that he has gone off with another woman
promising her to return at 10 the next
morning She sends a note begging him
to come He returns a curt answr She
throws herself under the wheels of a
passing train

That is the story stripped of its senti
mentality and its emotional appeal the
story naked without the stage illusion
which is all designed to direct the sym-
pathy of the audience toward this poor
weeping woman this woman so cleverly
portrayed by Miss Virginia Harned who
weeps copious founts of tears that trickle
through fingers laden with costly dia-

monds Undoubtedly there are tender-
hearted women in the
many men too no doubt whose
go out to the intense sorrow and the
suffering of this poor Anna

It Is Just in that fact that the mis-

chief of such plays as this lays
In motif the plays of this genre are

all the only difference between
them is their environment one In Prance
one in America one in Russia hu-
man nature is much the same wher-
ever you go But what the makers of
these plays seem to forget is that the
human laws are the same also and that
an appeal to our sympathies on wrong

matter how cleverly it may-
be false art false ethics and
false morals

Let us consider the case Is there In
this play It is the same with nIL the

at all to show contrition
for wrong done Not a word Here Is
a a young girl led away
blindly but a woman knowing right from
wrong who deliberately chooses the
wrong She leaves respectability and
a young and beautiful child and a
husband whom she herself says Js
honorable and upright even if he
Is a brute and goes off seeking
pleasure and love with another man
Superficially considered It may seem bit-

ter that the loving mother should not bo
allowed to see her child and in case the
audience should not quite catch the point
of sympathy here there is the trick of
tearing the child away from its mothers
arms a la Richard HI But has not such-
a woman forfeited the wrIght to her child
and what should one think of the father
who should allow his repentant
but Sorry only for herself that she can-
not lose respectability and respect and
have them return to contaminate-
the youngster

When does she cry There Is never a
tear for the child kit without a mothers
care left to the mercy of strangers and
with the Inevitable knowledge into which
he must grow that his mother was an
evil woman Her tears are only for her-
self and she aheds them copiously and
the sentimental in the audience weep with
her And when the man she has chosen
gets tired of It as she has already got
tired of the man who chose her to be his
wife grows indifferent what is left for
her She has nothing to fall back upon
Selfishly she has lived she has sought
pleasure she has had it long blissful
happy months of it and now stripped
of Its glamour and its false
she Is weeping for is that she like so
many women hates to pay the price

All through the play there Is a sort of
symbolic dream of Anna Karenina has It
is of an old moujik on the railroad
Whenever he has appeared in her dreams
he has seemed to presage disaster in
this last scend of all when all she has
cared for and has saorlticed for has fallen
away and she like all sinners of her
lass stand alone with nothing but the
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price to pay she has had the dream
and now almost distraught hear-

ing the rush of the oncoming train she
cries

To say that such a theme Is not human
not interesting would be false rue play
as it is presented is interesting clear
through but one wishes one could be
sure that its full significance was reel
ized Looking deep into the heart Of
this story the only reel moral it presents
is the old old one ever true that The
wages of sin is death If the play will
help people to realize that then sym-
pathy with Anna Karenina is not thrown
away But it must not be sympathy

false Ideals to which she clings sym-

ever had a role that displays her abll
itlss to greater advantage and in thestrongest scene in the play the climax

a part for him as Alexis Karonlna but
he plays it with great effect and his
ability as an actor of strength and char-
acter never stood out stronger The next
favorite with the audience was Foster
Wiliams the child who played Serge
a most clever youngster and one who
well deserved the applause he got Mr
Robert Warwick as Vronsky made an
attractive lover He has a speaking
voice of great beauty Other good parts
well played were Stlva by Albert Gran
Price Cherbatsky by George Riddell
Dolly by Marie Curtis Kitty by Harriet
Broadhuret and Princess Cherbatsky by
Genevleve Reynolds No part was acted
badly and the ensemble was perfect
