which had been at Brownsville in the
hands of troops at such times as would
render it possible for the cariridge cases
to have been fired from them, were sent
to the Springfield Armory for examina-
tion,

As a result, it wag found that of the
thirty-nine cartridge cases, eleven had
been fired from the same rifle, eight from
another rifle, eleven from another rifle,
and three from the fourth rifle, the re-
malining six having insufficient gun marks
to classify them. The markings on the
cartridge cases of each group were then

{r-nmpared with the markings by all of the

above-mentioned rifles, through the me-
dium of auxiliary cartridges fired at
Springfield in each of the rifies. In this
way it_ was found that the cartridge cases
comprising groups one, two, and three
had been fired in three rifles belonging to
Company B, Twenty-fifth Infantry, and
that the other cartridge cases of group
four had probably been fired from an-
other of the rifles in the same company.
