cessful Is at present only a costly bur
den upon Its owners

It appears that this deplorable sltua
tJon is due to the lack of a necessary
sewer Whenever this sewer shall be put
in place by the government whose busi-
ness it is the school will open Until
then it must apparently stand with Its
spacious rooms all silent and its doors

unproductive a piece of real
estate as Washington can show From
this point of view alone it is almost
worth a pilgrimage to see

The plans of the future cathedral
so far as the west front Is concerned as
outlined by Mr Bodley were not on
tlrely satisfactory The outline of the
west front seemed stiff and somewhat
conventional Mr Bodley sent out revised
plans which were accepted the last
piece of work that great architect

But in these revised plans there
were one or two similar changes calling
