The majority of the active stocks closed
at advances Thero were however some
notablo exceptions to these movements
and views regarding the Immediate future
course of values were a good deal mixed
In the forenoon the feature of the trad
ing was a further sharp decline In Ameri
can Sugar of the same nature apparently
as that which took place yesterday

The New York Central shares were also
depressed seemingly because nothing has
occurred to change the opinion of tho
great bulk of professional operators in
the market that the New York Central
Company must meet heavy money raising
necessities within the next few months
The bond Issue recently negotiated by the
company provided money only for cer-
tain equipment needs and the company
has yet to finance the major portion of its
great improvement work in this city
