Boys Brotherhood He was a potent
factor In the Boys Brigade the National
Swimming Association and the PhIl
delphia Association Workers with Boys

He has given not only time which

Is worth many dollars a day to him but
he has none down into his pocket and
given liberally of the bountiful income
which his brains and his effort have
brought him to make life easier and
pleasanter and more hopeful for the boys
of Philadelphia

Now he is throwing away opportunities
for making money and is devoting a large
portion of his time to writing books for
boys He knows that every boy likes a
good story a thriller He is turning out
thrillers at the rate of several each year
and every one of them carries a fund of
useful information to the thousands of
boys who read It

I believe in being respectably yellow
is Prof Houstons theory I do not
mean by that books which contain un
healthy sensationalism but things which
might happen and probably will happen-
to the boy who reads them I believe in
letting him know what tOme other fellow
did under certain circumstances then he
will know what to do when the same
circumstances befall him

I can by this method make any class
of boys become thoroughly In love with
natural science Make it like a detaetiw
story Thats what science is

And ProC Houston ought to know
He knows science and he knows boys
His opinion on either is that of an ex
pert Of boys be says

If you set hold of a boy in the proper
way you can do almost anything with
him I dont believe in looking upon a
boy as a necessary evil for he is as nice
a little animal as you can had A great
deal of what passes for wickedness in
boys IB really the necessity which nature
has implanted within them to blow oft
I call it a oiiyslological explosion

Ukc Lively Youngsters
This blowing off is natures method of

getting rid of surplus energy and does
not indicate that a boy is full of the
devil as some persons say

Give me a boy who ie full of Dee and
energy I wouldnt give that fur ytfnr
wishywashy sugarcandy boys who sit in
a corner and look pretty And the pro-
fessors fingers snapped like a firecracker

You must treat a boy as though he
somebody Make him feel that he

amounts to something Dont bring him
up on leftovers I was one of the first
to advocate this method to the Young
Mens Christian Association houses
throughout the country-

It was the general custom a few years
ago to let the boys into the gymnasium
for instance when the men didnt want
it to permit them to enter the reading
room only at hours when their elders
were certain not to be there I preached
against such treatment pretty much all
over the country and now toe boy has
a chance Have things intended for the
boys They dont relish leftovers any
more than their elders

It was his pleading for the boy which
made Prof Houston well acquainted
with the boys of other cities Even
abroad he runs into them He is no more
surprised at the Hello Professor in
Paris or Berlin than he ic at Broad and
Chestnut

Prof Houston was born July 9 lH
at Alexandria Va his mothers homo
Ills father was a bank teller in Philadel-
phia coming from Lancaster to this city
When an infant Edwin was brought to
the home in this city and has lived here
ever since

He first became interested in boys work
when he was a boy himself attending the
Sunday school of the Church of the Na-
tivity Eleventh and Mount Vernon
streets He was then sixteen years old

Teaches Sunday School
Later when he was between seventeen

and eighteen years old he taught a Sun
day school class at tho Church of the
Saviour Thirtyninth and Chestnut
streets While engaged in this work he
did great deal of work among the boys
in the mill district near what Is now
Angora

In 1SSO he was admitted as a student to
the Central High School from which he
was graduated in ISM For a time he
taught in a private school in Chestnut
street and then he went to the Central
High School as professor of civil engineer
ing He was almost immediately given
the chair of natural philosophy and
physical geography which he has hold
for twentyeight being still the
processor emeritus In that branch

Occasionally Dr Houston attends the
chapel exercises at the Central High
School When he appears upon the plat
form the boys figuratively raise the
root Such cheering and applause are
never heard except when Dr Houston
comes to chapel Ho has fathered high
school athletics and been one of the
prime movers in the effort to obtain an
athletic field for the high school students

Prof Houston always regarded his
work at school as piny work During his
active labors at the Central High School
he taught many boys who later became
famous men Ono of his students was
Elilm Thomson whom Prof Houston
declares to be the greatest living elec-
trician After young Thomson left school
he and Prof Houston pupil and teacher
invented the ThomsonHouston electric
system upon which the sun never sets
for i used in every country on the
glob It comprises electric traction arc
light and light systems

Other pupils of Prof Houston were
Gov Robert E PaUIson Judge James
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Gay Gordon Dr S Soils Cohon Albert
H Smyth late professor of literature at
the Central High School Judge Abraham
M Beltlor District Attorney Samuel P
Rotun Dr Judson Daland John C Bell
Ellis Glmbel Josoph H Bromley Frank
Un Spencer Edmonds Edwin S Cramp
Daniel Guggenheim Judge Ferguson
Charles Biddle William H Greene Frank

Pritchard Peter Well William Ciarge
Mason Frank R Shattuck Clinton Rog-

In the field of electricity Prof Houston
done his most conspicuous work

was twice president of the American
Institute of Electrical Engineers an hon-
or accorded to no other man He was
chief electrician of tho great Worlds
Fair at Chicago and also of the oxhlbi-
tlon hold in Philadelphia In ISSS He Is a
member of the most learned societies
and has written eighty books on scientific
subjects

Houstons Now Physical Geography has
a sale of 20100 copies a year for

years His dictionary of elec-
trical words terms and phrases has gone
through many edition and has been re
vtaed and brought up to date several
times The professor says any dictionary
on electrical words and terms two weeks
old is a back number so rapid has

progress of tills wonderful science
aid its applications

In addition to his literary work Prof
Houston has had time to build up a

business as an expert in pat-
ent causes

This is the man who is giving up his
valuabje time to the writing storied for
boys simply because ho believes that by
resenting his subject In a manner which
will attract a boy and hold his attention
lie can instill in that boy a thirst for
knowledge which will lead him In search
of truths which he might otherwise nevor
find

I am trying to write boys books of
such a nature that by reading them In-

stead of unfitted for study thoy
will be filled with a deeire to know more
concerning those subjects which are
treated in the book This is Prof Hous
tons own explanation of the work he has
attempted

First Book for
Prof Houstons first boys book was Tile

Boy Prospector In It he teaches Me
youthful readers mining engineering
mineralogy and geology The boy does
not suspect it when he begins the story
If he did he would not begin it But by
the time he the concluding chap-
ter he knows more about these subjects
than he would learn concerning them in
school in months And the knowledge
sticks

This is one of the professors yellow
stories The first chapter is descriptive of
Dead Mans Gulch Chapted two is about
the Dead Man of Dead Mans Gulch
while the third chapter tells of the son
of the dead man of Dead Mans Gulch
Pretty yellow even in the chapter
headings And the book is full of cow-
boys Indians and frontier adventures

They are not the usual story book kind
either Dr Houston knows the West in-

timately having traveled there exten-
sively He Knows the mining business
being a thorough engineer Ho
makes the dead man of the gulch dis-
cover a gold mine before Ida death
Then two prospectors come along and
build a camp in the gulch apt start to
look for sold They search for several
years without success

Then the son of the dead man who
originally discovered the gold deposit
comes along and begins to search He
finds the rich deposit just outside the
back door of the old prospectors cabin
Any boy said the proresor wtto

reads book cant help learning a lot
about geology and mining engineering

Friend of Tho inns Edison
The same may be said of The Boy

Electrician Any boy who has a natural
bent for electricity will devour this book
It will settle his business in life Many
of the Incidents in the story are happen-
ing in the life of Thomas A Edison
who is a warm personal friend of Dr
Houston The Boy Geologist is a thril-
ling story which will teach more geology
hi one reading than A boy could absorb
in a term of school study

More thrillers from the professors pen
are three books forming the North Pole
series and called The Search for the
North Pole The Discovery of the
North Pole and Cast Away at the
North Pole y describe the success-
ful attempt of his young heroes to reach
the north pole by moans of an airship
equipped with all the latest apparatus
and tell how they overcame tremendous
dllHcuUlea and recorded scientific facts

Nine books for boys have thus far come
from Dr Houstons pen all in a year
He is a rapid thinker and the ordinary
method of writing or even writing with
a typewriter is much too slow for him
He is an expert stenographer and writes
all of his books by that method Then a
stenographer whose time is not nearly
so valuable as his own transcribes what
he writes and puts his manuscript in
typewritten form

Nor is the writing of books the only
effort Dr Houston is making to reach
the boys of Philadelphia and Pennsyl-
vania Nearly every Sunday he gives a
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r sermon at some large
He is a great favorite at Girard

College where he talks once a month
and at the Boys House or Refuge
Glenn Mills whore he talks at least one
Sunday in each month

During the summer Houston goes
camping with boys from the Brotherhood
House generally at the seashore andromps and frolics with them in the surfor on the beach as much of a boy asany one there

r Houston has no boys of his own
being a bachelor That is probably why
he is able to feel a keen interest in every
boy he sees He lives with a sister at
4019 Chester avenue whore ho entertains
whole clubs o boys throwing his large
house wide opon to his young visitors

Lesson in Tidiness for Young Girls

By her stroyt shoos as much as any
other thing i the wolldroseed girl to
bo known and while the task of keep-
ing footgear in order seems a disagree

one to her who has not a maid a
little method will simplify it exceedingly

For Instance calfskin boot that are so
difficult to clean when thoroughly dirty
may long bo kept from that condition If
they arc given several coats of

as soon as thoy como from tho shop
In point of fact this may be done be

fore they are sent home It after that
they are put on trees as soon ac being
taken from the foot and wiped with a-

piece of unbleached cotton cloth to be re
served for the purpose they will keep
in fine condition for weeks Even mud
If allowed to remain on to dry before
removing with a stiff clothes brush will
do little harm A good wiping with tho
cloth will bring up the perfect shine
again The secrot of this lies in having-
a thick coating of blacking pat on them
before the boots are first worn

In earing for any kind of street shoos
big gloves should always be pulled on to
protect the hands

Rneeet leather should have precisely
the same treatment that is given to calf-
skin Incidentally brushing the or
buttonholes and edges of the solos with-
a stiff whisk broom before rubbing with
the cloth should be done to all boots

If by any possibility calfskin boots be-
come thoroughly wet they should be well
covered with kerosene oil before being
put away on trees to dry The oil will
prevent their hardening It should be
wiped off the next day with a soft doth
and the boots be given a new coat of
blacking Only instead of one coat at a
time they should always have three

There is nothing to do to russet leather
when it is wet but t put the boots on
trees and let them dry oiling with the
kind prepared for them whoa try

show and you have perfectly good pair
