German Orphan Asylum Superintend-

ent May Have Killed Himself

had Been in III Health for Some
Time Body Is Discovered

in Toolliouse

Jacob Gerstonborg who for the past six
years was superintendent of Ute German
Orphan Asylum Anaeostla was found
dead yesterday morning in a toolhoueo
upon the asylum property with a bullet
hole in his forehead It is supposed that
he committed suicide

Mr Gerstenberg hud been in ill health
for the past few months suffering from
melancholy It Is said and for a while
recently was in tho Providence Hospital

After leaving tho hospital Mr Gorsten
berg seemed in improved health for a
time but a few days ago told his family
that he felt that he must commit suicide
Members of the family kept close watch
upon him but Tuesday afternoon he
eluded their vigilance He left tho asy-
lum and was not seen again

Fearing for his safety soon after his
disappearance members of Mr Gersten
bergs family notified the police A search
was being made for him at the time the
body was found

Coroner Navitt after an examination
declared tho man had been dead for sev-

eral hours before the finding of the body
and issued a certificate of death by sui
cideMr

Gerstenberg was fifty years of age
He Is survived by a wife one son Ernest
of this city and a brother Ernest Ger
stenberg of 1343 Pennsylvania avenue

and climb Mount Huaaeanwi which is a

Miss Put has not only lectured sev-

eral times before the National Geographic
Society but has written several articlea
for leading magazines and newspapers
Sh said sue intends to climb the highest
mountain in South America if it takes
Ramos away from his guitar all spring

Geographic Society tomorrow evening In
the National Rifles Armory The lecture

Operators representing some of the
largest holdings of bituminous cool In the
Eastern States Wilt probably today at
u meeting in this city the initial step
in the effort to prevent the recurrence of
such distressing mine accidents au have
startled th country in the last few
months-

It was announced last night by Mr
Nell Robinson of Charleston W Va who
was yesterday selected as temporary sec-

retary a meeting of these eperators
that an association will likely be formed

which have as One its ob-

jects the seeking of remedies to prevent
such accidents in coal mines

The Softconl Olierntorx
At the meeting yesterday It was prac-

tically decided that the softcoal
of each State should form an associa-

tion for their respective States If an as-

sociation comprising all these State organ-

izations is not made today it likely
they will arrange to have permanent
committees let together with officers of
the States Geological Survey for
the purpose of considering remedies for
the accidents In mInes

There were about seventyfive of the
leading coal mining operators of West
Virginia Pennsylvania Illinois and other
Eastern States present at the meeting
which was held in the offices of Maj
William N Page president of the Vir-

ginian Railway in the Metropolitan Bank
building

The session lasted almost the entire
day and in addition to the operators
members of the United States Geological
Survey and also members of Congress
from coalmining States were present to
discuss the serious problem of the pre-
vention of accidents to the mines Maj
Page wa chosen as temporary chair
man and will act today while Mr Rob-
inson will act again as temporary sec-
retary

Robinson said

baa assumed such vast proportions that
the total for the year Off will

4759WW6 tons or almost double
UM production of Great Britain In eon
sequeace of this increased output and
the necessarily larger number of mines
predating there has been an increase in
the number of men employed

Many of the mines of this country
owned by large corporations are natu
rally handled with great skill and almost
unlimited money has been directed to the
introduction of every known system of
ventilation and mining Notwithstand-
ing the care that has been exercised ac-
cidents of a serious nature have occa-
sioned alarm frequently in the last year
and a half

Aside from the general fact that the
majority of accidents nave been caused
by gas or dust nothing to known about
the prime origin of the treukie Appar-
ently there are causes or renditions
which have never beets encountered

by the operators
Careful Study of Subject

The United States Geological Survey
has been giving careful study to the sub-
ject and tests of the power of explo-
sive gases and dust are now under way
and will be continued as long the limited
appropriation of the survey will permit

The purpose of the meeting was te-

aring together practical operators from
various States to confer with the mem-
bers of the United States Geological Sur-
vey hoping thereby to bring about a free
Interchange of Ideas opinions and sug-
gestions of the best means of preventing
accident In mines which have been
termtned It once the cause responsible
for the accidents is denned the remedy
can be easily applied Many interesting
views were expressed at the meeting and
another will be held at M oclock tomor-
row
