A quart of oysters will serve six people
The liquor must be strained carefully
through a thin cloth to get rid of hits f
shell The oysters must be washed in
cold water and carefully freed from hay
grit or shells

Put a quart of milk on t boil In a
Double boiler Add the strained liquor a
piece of butter the also of an egg pepper
and salt to taste Roll six crackers very
fine with a smooth glass bottle or a roll
ing pin Stir in the crumbs and let the
whole boil for ten minutes Add the
oysters the very lost and let the stew
remain on the fire only until the edges
curl Serve hot It a double boiler is
not used o cook the milk it must be
constantly stirred to prevent burning-

Grilled oysters are good Wash and
dry the oysters thoroughly and dip in
melted butter Roll in tine cracker
dust which has been seasoned with salt
and popper Grease a wire gridiron with
butler or olive oil and lay the oysters
close together on the wires Broil under
a gun flame or over the coals until the
juice runs and serve on a very hot dish
with lemon slices and parsley-

S French method of preparing oysters
fry some slices of thin fat bacon and

get aside to cool Season some stale
crumbs with popper salt onion

a little parsley and run through a
sieve until perfectly smooth Cut the
crusts from breed and fry thick slices in
long and narrow strips Cut the bacon
Into small pieces and arrange alternately
on a skewer an oyster and a bit of the
bacon Cover with the seasoned bread-
crumbs baste with melted butter and a
little of the liquor from the oysters and
bake in a hot oven
