Quebec Still R French City
Moreover Quebec has now for half of

the period of lt existence Mea subject to
the British crown Although the British
flag floats above its citadel yet it baa a
population which has remained more
French than the French more Catholic
than Rome which has retained its relig-
ion its language nay even its own an-

cient laws to an extent which is at once
a tribute to the liberality of mug Ed-

wards rule and to the devout and con-

servative character of its people
Englands capture of Quebec and con-

quest of New France may be said
to have brought the United States
Into existence It was propbecled at the
time of the battle on the Plains of Abra-
ham which gave Canada to the British
nnd settled the fate of the French empire-

in America that the New England colo-

nies would sever their allegiance to the
Toother country within the space of a
decade Fifteen years later the predte
lion was fulfilled v

As long as tbe New England colonies
knew their borders were threatened by
the French of Canada they were com
pelted to rely upon the military assistance
of Old England for purposes of defense
But when this danger WWI forever re-

moved by the substitution of British
rule for that of Prance in Canada the
tolonists of New England found them
selves free to fight for wider liberties
than those they had until then enjoyed

The Revolution ensued which culmi-
nated in the birth of the United States

CHiixdHfH Independence
Today Canada wholly loyal to

scepter of King Edward possessed of an
amount of horne rule and of Independence
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complete that she is able to negotiate
treaties of commerce with foreign na-

tions and in the full flood tide of
and commercial development almost

equaling in size the United States
SUCh perfect amity with the latter that
although the contiguous frontiers extend
from the Atlantic to the Pacific along a
boundary line more than 3MO miles in
length no troops and no stronghold are
considered necessary by either for pur-

Lord Grey the governor general of
Canada Sir Wilfrid Laurier the prime
minister of the Dominion Mr Coffin
premier of the province of Quebec and
mayor of the city of Quebec are actively
engaged in the preparations for the fit-
ting observance of the tercentenary and
Kn Edward has not only cabled his
warm approval of the projects submitted
to him in connection with the affair but
l as likewise forwarded a handsome sub-
scription toward the furtherance of the
Ian for converting the battlefields of the
Plains of Abraham and of Sainte Foye
Into u grand national park which is to
i n alii as a lasting memorial of the an
iivcrsary

The Federal and provincial legislatures
throughout the Dominion have agreed to
contribute toward the execution of the
scheme and private subscriptions ere
nlo pouring In For a good deal of
money will be required for the purpose
since It will be necessary not only to
acquire the land and lay out the park
but likewise to remove and to find sites
elsewhere for the buildings by which the
battlefields are now desecrated

Xosrlooteil Battlefield
Although these ancient battlefields oc-

cupy the most picturesque point in the
Immediate vicinity of Quebec command
Iig on one side the 8t Lawrence River
mid on the other valley of the River
St Charles yet they have been treated
until now with such indifference and
neglect that the spot on which Usa
Wolfe fell is occupied by a hideous and
bloomy looking Jail

The traveler or Immigrant arriving
first time in New World by way

of New York is welcomed by the sight f
the Statue of Liberty eloquent to him of
the freedom and independence enjoyed by
the people of this country

To the stranger reaching the Western
hemisphere by way of Quebec tile flint

Lord Grey proposes that at the most

prominent point a monument represent-
ing the Angel of Peace shall be set up

Monuments Will Bo Erected
There are some who are of the opinion

whatever be the determination reached
shout the matter it has already been
unanimously resolved that imposing moo
uuent are to be erected in the national
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park to Champlain to Gen Wolfe end
to his equally heroic French adversary
the Marquis de Monttflm

Not only the English but likewise the
French are contributing to these me-
morials and committees have been form-
ed in London and in Paris a portion of
the funds collected by the French com-
mittee which Ir working In unison With
the French Ambassador in England being
destined to go toward tie erection of a
statue of the Marquis de Montealm In the
Languedoe town of Vauvert the birth-
place of the marquis whose Chateau of
Candiac near by is still In existence

Just at this tUne when the farsighted
statesmen of each of the great powers
of the world are appealing to the tax-
payers for money to he used in the con
struetio of warships and in the de-
velopment and increase of naval arma-
ments it is timely to recall in connec-
tion with this tercentenary celebration
at Quebec that If the English won their
memorable victory on the Plains of

and secured possession of Canada
it entirety owing to their fieet Louis
XV lost forever La Nouvelle France
because he had not sufficient ships to
convey the sorely needed supplies to his
troops in Canada or to furnish them with
any armed support

Battlo of Siiinte Foyc
That is to say King Louis could have

held Canada against the BttgUsfc had be
spent the money of the French taxpayers
upon the development of his navy instead
of upon his odaquesj of the Pare aux
Certs For it may be recalled that a few
months after the defeat of Montcalm hi
the battle of the Plains of Abraham by
Gen Wolfe who mortally wounded
breathed his last almost at the same
moment as his gallant adversary another
battle took place on the adjoining Plain
of Sainte bye where the French com-
mander the Chevalier de Levis with
vastly superior military forces defeated
the Kngltsb general Murray and would
assuredly have recaptured Quebec and
would probably have recovered all that
had been lost had it not been for the
timely arrival of a powerful British fleet
In the SL lAwrence

It was this fleet which may be said
to have been the determining factor In
the fertility of Gen Wolfes victory on
the Plains of Abraham and of the ster
ility of the Chevalier de Levis success
on tile adjoining battle field of Salute
Foye The force with which Wolfe al-
ready in the last stages of consumption
fought the battle on the Plants of

wa to all Intents and purposes a
landing party For there were in the
words of the historian twice as many
camen as soldiers in the expedition sent
out to capture Quebec and the three ad-

mirals in command of the fleet that
brought Wolfe and his soldiers to the St
Lawrence were all of them his superiors
In rank

In one word the battlefields of Quebec
and the memorials which It ic planned to
erect thereon to commemorate tile vic-
tory not only of the British Gen Wolfe
but also of the Chevalier de Levis must
forever remain as aa eloquent and en
during object lesson of the impossibility
of hokUns transpontine colonies without
the possession of a large and powerful
fleet

Neither Represented on Harth
It may be of interest to add by way of

conclusion that no descendants OC either
Gen James Wolfe or of the Marquis de
Montcalm remain to take part in the
ceremonies at Quebec next falL

Gen Wolfes body was conveyed from
Quebec to England and entombed in the
ancient palace of Greenwich The memo-

rial erected to his memory in Westmin-
ster Abbey does not in spite of the gen-

eral belief to the contrary indicate that
he is interred In that Valhalla of Eng
lands most historic men He left no
children

The Marquis de Montcalm was burled
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at Quebec In an excavation made by the
bursting of a shell within the precincts
of the convent For a long time there
was no inscription on his tomb

This was not altogether the fault of the
English For Bougainville applied the
Royal Academy of Inscription at ParW to
compose aa inscription on the grave of
Montcalm and Prime Minister Pitt not
only to send the marble
plarque on which it was chiseled to
Quebec but likewise addressed letter
to the academy in which io declared that

is impossible to do otherwise than
applaud the nobility of the sentiments of
the French soldiers who wish te render
such a tribute to the memory of a general
whom they have seen die at their head
in a manner worthy of them and of him-

self
ISpitapIi Lost nt Sea

The English frigate bearing the epi
taph was wrecked and totally lost off the
coast off Newfoundland on its way to
Quebec and it was not until in 1KB that
another copy of the inscription was dis-

patched from the institute of France to
Quebec and which now adorns the tomb

King Louis XV bestowed a pension of
20060 a year upon the widow of the

Marquis de Montcalm which was con-

tinued to her children The last of his
descendants the Marquis of Montcalm
one of the meet popular members of tb
Union Club at Paris died about fifteen
years ago at Montpelier leaving no
children but merely an adopted son of
the name of St Maurice who married-
to Mile Posse de Borgo of the Corsican
family of that name has now assumed
the title of Marquis de Montcalm

The Chevalier de Levis was a cadet of
the French and Spanish ducal house of
Levis Mirepoix and which claiming
descent from Levis the son of Jacob
likewise maintains pretensions of kns-
ntanahlp to the human family of the
founder of Christianity Indeed one of
the principal paintings of the gallery of
ancestral portraits of the dukes of Levis
Mirepoix in their mansion of the Rue de
Varenne at Paris to that which repre-
sents the Virgin Mary appearing to a
former duke or Marquis of Levis Mire
poix and requesting him to replace his
hat on his head with tbe words Couvres
VOUB mon Cousin

It hi possible that the present Duke of
Mirepoix or his son may attend the cere-
monies at Quebec and thus represent the
Gen Chevalier de Levis who defeated
Oft Murray

As for Champlain there are so far as
I know none of his children in existence
His tomb lies In the old Basilica of Que-
bec and is familiar to every American
tourist who has ever visited this Mother
City of what was formerly New France
but is today Greater Britain

plished it and as it must be evident to
all that letters patent would be of little
use to the inventor in consequence of
vcrtous modifications or improvements
which might be made and which never
would have been thought of had not the
way first been opened by your petition-
er lie therefore solicits a special act of
Congress of the United States to secure
to him and his heirs for the term of forty
years or for such other term as in their
wisdom may be deemed just the right of
steering flying machines through that
portion of earths atmosphere which
praises on the United States or so far
as their jurisdiction may extend By
granting your petitioners request the
honor of the Invention shall be conferred
on the Untied States J Bennett A and
M Philadelphia February 1

the petition bad been read Mr
Minor moved to refer It to the Commit
tee on Judiciary but tilts motion was op-

posed by Mr Sargent on the ground that
his oommitee did not undertake to soar
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into regions so high that the dottw of
the Judiciary Committee were nearer the
earth Mr Walworth thought the peti-
tion should be referred to tbe Committee
on Roads and Canals But the House re-
fused to do this The petition was finally
laid on the table About a week later
to be correct the 1st of April

Xeyes presented a petition from
David B Lee of Philadelphia in which
the petitioner claimed to be the original
Inventor of the flying machine he men
tioned In a petition from Jmes Bennett
Lee in his petition prayec that no right
or privileges may be granted to said Ben-
nett on account of said invention but
that Congress grant hint Lee exclusive
right and privilege of navigating the A-
tmosphere either with flying machines or
with navigable balloons throughout the
United States The two petitions were
referred to a special committee but there
is no record that the committee ever
made a report on the merits of the flying
machines If Congress had taken the
matter up at that time there is no telling
but that we would by this time have
been flying through the air instead of
making speed with automobiles

Ballooning is full of excitement par-
ticularly when the conveyance is used in
times of war During the FrancoPrus
sian war In 187971 there occurred in
broad daylight and in full view of Paris
one of the strangest duels on record a
fight with rrfstols in the sky A French
war balloon the Intrepid was floating-
In the air about MW meters above the
fort at Cfeareoton Presently there ap-
peared on the horizon another balloon
also flying the French colors

The second borne upon a higher
current came up rapidly until within a
short distance of the Intrenlde Then It
descended to the same level and as it
came close the spectators below were
amaxed to hear a series of sharp reports
The sounds were at first thought fo be
demonstrations of victory or signals until
one o the aeronauts was seen to fling
hlmr if into the network of his balloon
and cling to its sides During this time
the other balloonist continued to ills
charge shots from his pistol

The Intrepide was pierced In several
places and descended rapidly To the
spectators below the scene was incom-
prehensible until suddenly they gazed
upon the victorious balloon they saw the
French flag removed and a black and
white standard floated in its place The
cry went up Treason Its Prussian
balloon The Prussian balloonist has de-
stroyed the Intrepide The French

however was not destroyed As it
descended rapidly toward the earth the
aeronaut climbing into the network
quietly repaired the rents made by his
adversarys wellaimed bullets and cast
ing out ballast rose again to renew the
contest He fired many times at the
Prussian balloon making several large
rents in the silken

The gas escaped rapidly and the invad-
ing balloon sank with terrific velocity
toward the earth the wind carrying it
beyond the city walls A detachment of
Uhlans who had been following the
course of the contest were on the plain
and at once rushed forward and sur
rounded the Prussian balloonist He was
carried off by them but although evi-
dently severely injured no particulars
regarding him were ever learned

During the siege of Parlf a large num-
ber of balloons In all sixtyfour most of
them specially made for the occasion
were sent up and In this way there es-
caped from the beleaguered city not less
than people There were also sent by
balloon not less than nine tons of dis-
patches and SvMOOd letters After a time
however the vigilance of the besiegers
was aroused and it became a difficult mat-
ter to escape In fact within a fortnight
they managed to capture no less than
three wrench balloons The danger of
getting past or over them was greatly
Increased by the fact that they were in
possession of A new form of rifled cannon
of enormous range especially constructed
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by Krupp for the purpose of throwing
shells at their aerial enemies Under those
circumstances the French decided to send
oft their balloons under cover of night
This while it promised immunity from
the Prussians greatly increased the dim
oultlos and dangers of the flight Never-
theless it was done In majority of the
latec flights of these night ascen-
sions was particularly exciting

Tho wind was from the north anti It was
hoped that the balloon would be able to
descend near Tours Tho ascent was
made without incident but in a short time
the voyages heard a noise lelow which
filled them with apprehension for it
Bounded like the daubing of breakers on
the shore At this time besides being in
darkness they were sailing through a
thick mist

At daybreak the mist cleared away and
they found themselves floating over the

beyond sight of land There were
several vessels in sight and to these they
attempted to Signal But only one of the

responded and that one hired at
them The balloon was now caught by a
northerly currant and carried rapidly in
that direction The air travelers had
given themselves up for lost when they
came in sight of land to the eastward In
the mountains the chill of the morning air
had caused the gas m the bag to contract
and the balloon began to settle down to-

ward the sea
In this extremity the balloonists threw

out everything portable even a bug of
dispatches This saved them for the bal-
loon thus lightened rose until it encoun-
tered a westerly current which carried
them to a point over the lend upon which
they managed to make a safe descent
The ground was covered with snow and
after tumbling out of the car the

exhausted by their adventure fell
fainting to the ground The balloon re-
lieved of their weight disappeared but
both it and the bag of dispatches were
afterward recovered The balloonlslg were
finally discovered by souls peasants arid
found that they had been curried to Nor-
way
It was some time before either of them

recovered from the trying experience
Tile balloon w s expected to be of the
first Importance In war and the battle of
Fieurus in 1794 was by the French
it is said because of observations sig-
naled from a captive baltotn whjch

up all day Military baUoons woes
employed at Antwerp in ISM at Sblfsrtiw
in UEf and did good service in our civil

war balloons used In South Africa
were made of goldbeaters skin On one
oecukm a balloon was punctured by a
shot but it descended gradually and not
one of its occupants was hurt The war
usefulness of the balloon was so thor-
oughly established that the English gov-

ernment built a balloon manufactory at
Cape Town

It will be remembered that in our war
with Spain the balloon had a rather seri-
ous experience Tbe Spaniards succeeded
hi riddling it and in wounding the

of whom there were three an off-
icer an aeronaut and a telegraph opera-
tor but fortunately the men reached
earth m safety The English have ease
of a balloon punctured by fiftysix shots
which took fifteen to twenty minutes to
descend thus showing that although the
balloon may be punctured It is not at all
necessarily fatal for its paaaenfftrs

PREVENTS ROLLING OF SHIPS-

Dr Schlieks Gyroscope Praised by
Vice Consul Nixon of Newcastle

Apparatus Given Tost on Tyne Illver
De lined on Passenger

Steamers on Great
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a wsnaper article ov
the trials of Dr SchHcks ijioacape

apparatus oil the Tyne River during the
week ended November H HOT witnessed
by the several railway ante steamship
companies interested in the croasebannel
traffic Vice Consul H Nixon of New-
castle thinks that the apparatus would
be useful on passenger steamers on the
American lakes The following to an ex-

tract from the article mentioned descrip-
tive of the working of the apparatus

The apparatus consists of a heavy fly-

wheel routing about an axis which to
initially vertical and to carried by a frame
which can oscillate about a horizontal
axis lying transversely in the vessel the
oscillatory motion of tIN frame being
chucked by means of suitably adjusted
brakes The flywheel to one meter t
inches in diameter weighs 1141 pounds
and revolves im times per minute
There to no electrical installation in tbe
boat and the flywheel k driven by steam

The periphery to provided with rings
of blades the wheel being IncIsed In a
steamtight Iron casing and the whole
worked as a turbine The steam enters
and leaves through the trunnions exactly-
as in an oscillating engine while the
lower end of the spindle of the flywheel to
carried on ball bearings and there to
forced lubrication to both the upper and
lower bearings-

A regulator Is fixed automatically to
cut the steam at a certain number ef
revolutions There are two brakes con-
trolled by hand wheels on deck one a
band brake by which gyroscope can
be locked in any position and the other-
a hydraulic brake

When the flywheel Is running at its
working speed if the casing to held firm-
ly by the brake so that it cannot swing
any rolling motion of the ship is not af
fected by the gyroscope When the casing
is allowed to swing the motion being
controlled by one of the brakes the roll-
ing is immediately checked and for all
practical purposes destroyed Each

of the ship to roll to changed into
a foreandaft oscillatory motion of the
gyroscope accompanied by development
of heat energy in the brakes

There is no accumulation of roll and
the ship Is to all intents and purposes a
steady platform having only a vertical
or heaving motion Generally speaking
It a rapidly rotating flywheel is acted on
by an external force which moves the
wheel into another plane the inertia of
the wheel sets up a motion of the whole
in a direction at right angles to the first
external force If this motion at right
angles is allowed to take place it sets up
a force again at right angles to itself and
equal and opposite to the first external
forceThus

the first external force due to
the rolling of the ship causes the gyro
scope to swing In a foreandaft direc-
tion and the swinging sets up a force
equal and opposite to the rolling of the
vessel This lastmentioned force is
changed into host in the brakes and the
ship is kept Upright If the apparatus
were allowed to swing freely the rolling
of the ship would not bo checked but Its
period of rolling would bo lengthened and
tills alone would contribute to making the
vessel more comfortable-

On Thursday last although only ordi
nary sea conditions were encountered yet
the extinctfce effect of the gyroscope was
conclusively demonstrated Sea waves up
to six feet high and 50 to 100 feet in
length were met with The length of the
wave was too short to show the nppara
tuB to the greatest advantage but the
maximum roll to each side amounted to
about 14 degrees with the gyroscope out
of action and the boat was kept steady
with thE gyroscope In action-

Stratum is referred to the early Israel
ite occupation IV and III are credited to
th Canaanitea In II and 4 Troglodyte
neolithic man stands unveiled Wore us
with a clearness and detail which no
geological discoveries could hops te rival

Vestiges are disclosed of a race far
anterior to the Israelites TIle two lowest
strata represent the cave dwelling aborigl
nab whom ww may henceforth term
Troglodytes

The debris Indicates a civflteaUon cm-

Semites The earliest occupations of the

It is claimed that by these discoveries
the ItMe narrative is vindicated First
