The Supreme Court has decided the em-
ployers liability Viw to be unconstitu-
tional because its terms apply to em
ployes eng g d in intrastate commerce
Hy a substantial majority the holds
that the power with
the tar as interstate com-
merce is concerned-

As regards the employers liability law
I advocate its immediate reenactment
limiting its scope so that it shall apply
only to the class of cases as to which
tnf court says it can constitutionally
pplv but strengthening its provisions

Prohibition of Sfoek Gambling
I do not know whether it is possible

but if possible it is certainly desirable
that in connection with measures to re
strain stock watering and overcapitalisa
lion there should be measures taken to
prevent at least the grosser forms of
gambling in securities and commodities
such as making large sales of what men
do not possess and cornering the mar-
ket Legitimate purchases of commodi-
ties and of stacks and securities for in
vestment have no connection whatever
with purchases of stock or securi-
ties or commodities on a margin for spec-
ulative and gambling purposes There is
no moral difference between gambling
at cards or In lotteries or on the race
track and gambling in the stock market
One method is just as pernicious to the
body politic as the other in kind and In
degree the evil worked is far greater
But it is a far more difficult subject with
which to deal The great bulk of the
business transacted on the exchanges is
not only legitimate but is necessary to
the working of our modern industrial sys-
tem and extreme care would have to be
taken not to interfere with this business
in doing away with the bucket shop
type of operation We should study both
the successes acd the failures of
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legislators who notably in Germany
have worked along this line so as not
to do anything harmful Moreover there
is a special difficulty in dealing with this
matter by the Federal government in a
Federal republic like ours But if it is
possible to devise a way to deal with it
the effort should be made even It only
in a cautious and tentative way It
would seem that the Federal government
could at least act by forbidding the use
of the malls telegraph and telephone
wires for mere gambling In stocks and
futures Just as it does in lottery transac
tions

they hire others to do bidding or
find others who will do it without hire
From the railroadrate law to the pure
food law every measure for honesty In
business that has been passed during the
last six wears has been opposed by these
men on its passage and in Its

with every resource that bitter and
unscrupulous craft could suggest and
the command of almost unlimited money
secure But for the last the attack
has been made with most bitterness upon
the actual administration of the law
especially through the Department of
Justice but also through the Interstate
Commerce Commission and the Bureau
of Corporations The extraordinary

of the assaults upon our policy con-
tained in these speeches editorials arti-
cles advertisements and pamphlets and
the enormous sums of money spent in
these various ways give a fairly accurate
measure of the anger and terror which
our public actions have caused the cor-
rupt men of vast wealth to feel in the
very marrow of their being The attack
is sometimes made openly against us for
enforcing the law and sometimes with-
a certain cunning for not trying to en
force it in some other way than that
which experience shows to be practical
One of the favorite methods of the latter
class of assailant Is to attack the admin-
istration for not procuring the imprison-
ment instead of the tine of offenders un
der these antitrust laws The man mak
lug this assault is usually either a prom-
inent lawyer or an editor who takes his
policy from the financiers and his argu-
ments from their attorneys If the for
mer be has defended and advised many
wealthy malefactors and he knows well
that thanks to the advice of lawyers like
himself a certain kind of modern corpor
ation has been turned into an admirable
instrument by which to render it well
nigh Impossible to get at the head of the
corporation at the man who is really
most guilty When we are able to put
the real wrongdoer in prison this is what
we strive to do this is what we have ac-
tually done with some very wealthy crim-
inals who moreover represented that
most baneful of all alliances the alliance
between the corruption of organized poli-
tics and the corruption of high finance
This is what we in the Gaynor
and Greene case in the case of the mis
application of funds in connection with
certain great banks in Chicago in the
landfraud cases where as in other cases
likewise neither the highest political posi-
tion nor the possession of
has availed to save the offenders from
prison The Federal government does
scourge sin it does bid sinners fear for
it has behind the bars with impartial
severity the powerful financier the pow
erful politician the rich land thief the
rich no matter how high
their station against whom criminal mis-
deeds can be proved All their wealth
and power cannot protect them But it
often happens that the effort to imprison-
a given defendant is certain to be fu
tile while it is possible to fine him or to
fine the corporation of which he Is head
so that in other words the only way of
punishing the wrong is by fining the cor
poration unless we are content to pro
ceed personally against the minor agents
The corporation lawyers to whom I refer
and their employers are the men mainly
responsible for this state of things and
their responsibility is shared with all
who ingeniously oppose the passing of
just and effective laws or who fall to
execute them when they have boon put
on the statute books

The special pleaders for business dishon-
esty in denouncing the present admin-
istration for enforcing the law against
the huge and corrupt corporations which
have defied the law also denounce it for
endeavoring to secure sadly needed labor
legislation such as a farreaching law
making employers liable for injuries to
their employee It ie meet awl fit that
the apologists for corrupt wealth should
oppose every effort to relieve weak and
helpless people from crushing misfor-
tune brought upon them by injury in the
business from which they a bare
livelihood The burden should be distrib-
uted It is hypocritical baseness to speak
of a girl who works in a factory where
the dangerous machinery is unprotected
as having the right freely contract-
to expose herself to dangers to life and
limb She has no alternative but to suffer
want or else to expose herself to such
dangers and when she loses a hand or is
otherwise maimed or disfigured for life
it is a moral wrong that the whole bur-
den of the risk necessarily incidental to
the business should b placed with crush-
ing weight upon her weak shoulders and
all who profit by her work escape scot
free This is what opponents of a Just
employers liability law advocate and it

Our opponents have recently been bit

terly criticising the two judges referred-
to in the accompanying communications
from the Standard Compapy and the
Santa Fe Railroad having imposed
heavy fines on these two corporations
and yet these same critics of these two
judges exhaust themselves in denouncing

right men Respect for the law must go
band in hand with respect for thin judges
and as a whole it is true now asput that the judges stand In character
and service above all other men among
their fellowservants of the public There
is all the greater need that the fev who
fail in this great office who fall below
this high standard of integrity of wis-
dom or sympathetic understanding and
ef courage should have eyes opened-
to the needs of their countrymen A
judge who on the bench either truckles-
to the mob and shrinks from sternly re-
pressing violence and or bows
down before a corporation who tells to
stand up valiantly for the rights of prop-
erty on the one hand or on the other by
misuse of the process of injunction or by
his attitude toward measures for the
betterment of the conditions of labor
makes the wageworker feel with bitter-
ness that the courts are hostile to him
or who fails to realise that all public
servants in their several stations must
strive to stop the abuses of the criminal

a man performs an even
worse service to the body politic than
the or i executive who
wrong The judge who does his full duty
well stands higher and renders a better
service to the people than other pub-
lic servant is entitled to greater re-
spect and if he is a true servant 0f the
people if lie Is upright wise and fear-
less he will unhesitatingly disregard
even the wishes people if they con-
flict with the eternal principles of right
as against wrong He must serve th

but he must serve his own con-
science first All honor to such a judge
and all honor cannot be rendered if
it Is rendered equally to his brethren
who fall immeasurably below the high
ideals for which he stands Untruthful
criticism is wicked at all times and
whoever may be the object but It Is a

for standing against popular folly and
above all for standing against mob vio-
lence all honorable men should rally in
stantly to his support Nevertheless if
he fails to do his duty by the
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public in dealing with lawbreaking

opinion and this is but right for except
in extreme cases this is the only way in
which he can be reached at alL ser
vant of the people has a right to expect-
to be free from just and honest criticism

Movement Is Ethical
opponents of the measures we

champion single out now one and sow an-

other measure for especial attack and
speak as if the movement in which we
are engaged was purely economic It
has a large economic side but it is fun-
damentally an ethical movement It is
not a movement to be completed in one
year or two or three years it to a move-
ment which must be persevered in until

spirit which lies behind it deep
into the heart and the conscience of the
whole people It to always important to
choose the right moans to achieve our
purpose but it is even more important-
to keep this purpose clearly before us
and this purpose to to secure national
honesty in business and in politics We
do not subscribe to the cynical belief that
dishonesty and unfair dealing are essen-
tial to business success and are to be
condoned when the success Is moderate
and applauded when the success to great
The methods by which the Standard Oil
people and those engaged in the other
combinations of which I have spoken
above have achieved great fortunes car
only be justified by the advocacy of n
system or morality which would also jus
tify every form of criminality on the
part of a labor union and every form of
violence corruption and fraud front
murder to bribery and ballotbox stuffing
in polities We are trying to secure
equality of opportunity for all and the
struggle for honesty is the same wheth-
er It is made on behalf of one set of
or of another In the interest of the
small settlers and landowners awl
against the embittered opposition of
wealthy owners of huge wandering nocks
of sheep or of corporations desiring t
rob the people of coal and timber w
strive to put an end to the theft of pub-
lic land in the West When we do this
and protest against the action of all men
whether in public life or in private life
who either take part in or refuse to try
to stop such theft we are really engaged
in the same policy as when we endeavor
to put a stop to rebates or to prevent the
upgrowth of uncontrolled monopolies
Our effort to simply to enforce the prin
ciples of common honesty and common
sense It would indeed be ill for the
country should there be any halt In our
work

The laws must in the future be admin-
istered as they are now being administer-
ed no that the Department of Juntil J
may continue to be what it now to In
very fact the Department of Justice
where so far as our ability permits jus-
tice to meted out with an even hand to
great and small rich and poor weak
and strong Moreover there should he
no delay in supplementing the laws now
on the statute books by the enactment
of further legislation as outlined in
message I sent to the Congress on its
assembling Under the existing laws
much much has been actually ac-
complished during the past years awl
it has been shown by actual experience
that they can be enforced against the
wealthiest corporation and the richest
and most powerful manager or manipu-
lator of that corporation as rigorously
and fearlessly as against the humblest
offender Above all they have been en
forced against the very wrongdoers and
agents of wrongdoers who have for so
many years gone scotfree and flouted
the tows with impunity against great
hawdefying corporations of immenca
wealth which until within the last half
dozen years have treated themselves
and have expected others to treat them
as being beyond and above all possible
check from law

Power Over Corporations Needed
It is especially necessary to secure to

the representatives of the national gov
ernment full power to deal with the great
corporations engaged in interstate com-
merce and above all with the great in
terstate common carriers Our people
should clearly recognise that white there
are dinlcuities in any course of conduct
to be followed in dealing with these great
corporations these difficulties must be
faced and one of three courses followed

The first course to to abandon all ef
fort to oversee and control their actions
in the interest of the general public and
to a return to the utter lack of
control which would obtain if they were
left to the common law I do not for

cor-
porations men
must expect to feel the weight or publk
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one moment our people
would tolerate this position The ex-
traordinary of modern indus
trialism has rendered the common law
which grew up under and was adapt
ed to deal with totally different ren-
ditions in many respects inadequate to
deal with the new conditions These
new conditions make it necessary to
shackle cunning as in the past we 1m
shackled force The vast individual ant
corporate fortunes the vast combina-
tions of capital which have marked the
development of our industrial system
create new conditions and necessitate a
change from the old attitude of the
State and the nation toward the rules
regulating the acquisition and untram
meled business use of in order
both that property may be adequately
protected and that at the same time
those who hold It may be prevented front
wrongdoing

The second and third courses are to
have the regulation undertaken either
by the nation or by the States Of course
in any event both the national govern-
ment the several State governments
must do each its part and each can do
a certain amount that the other cannot
do while the only really satisfactory re-

sults must be obtained by the represent
atives of the national and State govern-
ments working heartily together
their But in my judg
ment thoroughgoing and satisfactory con
trol can in the only be obtained by
the action of national government
for almost all the corporations of enor

that to the corporations
which it is especially desirable to control

are engaged in commerce
and derive their power and their Impor-
tance not front that portion of their busi
ness which is intrastate but from the
interstate business It is not easy al-

ways to decide just where the line of
demarcation between the two kinds of
business falls This line must ultimately
be drawn by the Federal courts Much
of the effort to secure adequate control
of the great corporations by State action
line been wise and effective but much
of it has been neither for when the ef-
fort is made to accomplish by the action
of the State what can only be accom
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
