Maj Charles F Mason assistant sur
neon general U 8 A delivered the
fourth of a series of first aid lectures
last night at the Young Mews Christian
Association hoUSing under the auspices-
of the District branch of the American
Red Cross Demonstrations were given
by Sergt Robert A Eaaeman of the
hospital

The Effects of Heat and Cold was the
subject of the lecture Maj Mason dealt
chiefly with the lint step to be taken
in CaStS of sunstroke sad In contrast
of a person freexlnc

In cases of sunstroke he said take
the patient to a shady or cool place as
quickly as possible and remove all the
outer clothing The high temperature of
the subject Is the thing that kill Death
may sometimes be prevented by throwing
buckets of cold water over the patient

If you chance across a man reeling
to death take him into a cold room and
rub him with wet cloths Never under
any circumstances carry him into a
warm apartment as that would be fatal
After rubbing him for a short time you
will see that the circulation te gradually
returning if he is not too far gone As
soon as the ctiffness in his legs and arms
disappear perform artificial respiration
following this with stimulants and hot
drinks

Maj Mason stated that it has recent-
ly been discovered that the skins of na-
tives of the tropic regions act as a sort
of opaque light screen shutting out the
heat of the sun and thus making it pos-
sible for the darkskinned races to with-
stand tho most Intense sun rays

He said the colors red orange and
black are known to be a protection
against the sun and that experiments are
being tried in the British army in India
by providing soldiers with undersuits of
these colors and hats lined with red silk
