With the dawning of tomorrow coo
the birthday of Melville Weston Puller
of Illinois Chtef Justice of the Supreme
Court of the United States He was
born at Augusta on February 11-

s vontynv years ago On October S of
this year he will have completed his
twentieth year a presiding o o r of the
great court already having served loner
than any other Chief Justice except those
renowned jurists John Marshall of Vir
ginia and Roger B of Maryland
Marshalls servi was thirtyfour years
and Taneys twentyelghttogether more

than half of the period of the existence
of the Supreme Court and from the

of the Constitution of the United
States until now Thus with Fullers
service added the service of three chief
justices taken together has covered
eightytwo years of the IK since the Dec-

laration of Independence
President Cleveland sent to the

Senate the nomination of Mr Fuller to
Chief Justice on April 90 UB Mr Ful-

ler was a Democrat and the Senaie at
that tints was Republican Partisan pol-

itics and sectional feeling were much
stronger then than now and the

Senate was reluctant to confirm to
so exalted and important an ofltee a man
appointed by the first Democratic Presi
dent since the civil war Republicans
recalled that it was the decision of Chief
Justice Tansy and his associates

against the knowtedgaaent of the
rights of citisenshlp to a free IlIAD of
color which cast to the arbitrament of
war question of the status of the
negro

Although he was mown Mr Cleve-

land aad to member of the bar generally
there ws little that the puWIe knew ot

that the appointment would give great
satisfaction to the people of Illinois and
all the Northwest and would please the
entire country as soon as the fine charac-
ter and ability of Mr Fuller were known
Mr Mason Republican afterward a Sen-

ator from Illinois said that the President
could not have made better choice
Civil Service Commissioner Oglesby said

This illustrates Mr Clevelands remark-
able faculty of judging men Mr Fuller
goes at a single bound from private life
to the highest judicial position not only
in America but of the case al-
most without a parallel He will tally
adorn worthy successor of Marshall
and the great chief Justices of the early
republic

The nomination and nearly twenty
years service of Chief Justice Fuller have
preserved the unblamlshed eminence of
tho personnel of the court Enlightened
public opinion holds the court now as it
has always esteemed it the beet Illus-
tration of the genius of the founders of
the republic The first Chief Justice John
Jay and his associates were chosen by
President Washington because of their
integrity their learning and their fidelity
to justice From the beginning the Su
premo Court In its service to the country
and in the character of the men who have
adorned It has deserved what it enjoys
In enhanced degree the respect the ven-
eration and the affection of the Ameri-
can people

Eight years ago In New York where
the court first sat the centenary of the
creation of tho court was celebrated by
many of the most distinguished lawyers-
of tho country One of the orators Ed
ward S Phelps of Vermont whose name
Mr Cleveland had considered for Chief
Justice at the same time as that of Mr
Fuller said Judges will be appointed
and will pass Ono generation rapidly
succeeds another But whoever comes
and whoever goes the court remains
keeping alive through many a century
wo shall not see the light that burns
with a cuistant radiance upon the high
altar of American constitutional Justice

John Jay the first Chief Justice served
six years and there sat with him during
that period eight associate justices When
John Rutledge of South Carolina an
associate justice who had resigned was
nominated Chief Justice the Senate re
jected the nomination and for six years
the court was without a Chief Justice

Since tbrr creation of the court sixty
one Judges have served it Its personnel
has embraced men from twentythree
States representing every part of the
Union from Main to California from
Massachusetts to Louisiana and from
Michigan to Alabama Created to be
independent the court has remained

For this reason more than
any other iqtbe popular estimation it
has been able to so guide national public
opinion by its just and courageous de-
cisions as to preserve the Union as a
whole and the autonomy of the States
under the Constitution and to keep equal
for the benefit of alt the people the three
coordinate branches of the government
as then founders intended Composed of
Rood men and true ra the most exalted
sense it has more than a party faiths
and clashing creeds pointed the way for
the conscience and common of the
people

Great political parties one or the other
of which has elected the Presidents of
the United States since the close of
President Washingtons second term in
ITK have been prone to interpret the
Constitution according to their peculiar
views The earliest contestants for
domination were the Federalists the
party ancestors of the Republicans of

whose contentions tended toward
the centralisation of power and the
minimizing of the grants of the Constitu
tion to the States and the early Repub-
lican now the Democratic party
which contended always for the sov-
ereignty of the States Insisting that the
Union was a government by the States
John Marshall was accounted a Feder-
alist but enlightened opinion does edt si
low that he ever so broadly expounded
the Constitution as to impair any of the
rights assured them by the organic law
The great task which he performed was
to concenter divergent views of the dif-
ferent sections of the young republic intfi
conviction that there could be no sta-
bility in Union unless there should be
somewhere express acknowledgment of a
sphere in which the Federal law must be
supreme

Roger B Taneys great service as Chief
Justice was in standing for the rights

to the States by the Constitution
He was a Democrat or Jeffersoaian Re-
publican But he too in the light of
unbiased as did Marshall con
tended for the letter and spirit of the
Constitution even though parttaan pas-
sion evolved from his opinions provoca-
tion for civil war The Supreme Court of
the years since Marshall and Taney has
quoted liberally from both in construing
questions in which were concerned Fed
eral and State powers and by citation of
the opinions of the two great jurists
deepened strengthened respect and
vtneration for the Constitution and con
firmed for all time an indestructible
Union of indestructible States
