What to do with exPresidents was

a question of more than moot debate
many generations ago dis-

cussing our kind of have
suggested that we ought make our re

tired Presidents some generous provision

comporting In dignity and security or

comfort with the exalted ofllce they had
filled But this has met no acquiescing
response from American cltiaens not be-

cause of Indifference or parsimony but
because it was not deemed in harmony
with our selfrespect as a body politic
of simple institutions Gen Benjamin
Harrison whoa there was talk of what
to do with distinguished Americans leav-
ing the Chief Executive office in the
White House commented thus Kings
sometimes bestow decorations upon those
whom they desire to honor but that man
Is most highly decorated who has the af-

fectionate regard of his neighbors and
friends

The old question ITrenved again now

that President Koosevelt has but little
more than a year to serve of his second

andwhat he has decided for himself
constitutes his last term When his pres-

ent term expires Mr Roosevelt will bs
fifty years old younger by three years
than any other president retired to pri-

vate life In the very prime of vigorous
manhood of rare physical strength and
wonderful mental amazing every-
body by the wide range of subjects that
appeal to his versatile faculties there will
be unusual curiosity of concern about
how Mr Roosevelt will occupy himself
when he quits the exalted scene of his
most conspicuous official labors

While In omce he has been a prodigious
worker yet no President has ever given
so much time to relaxation and even to
play in the sense that sport Is play He
hen been a man of speech end letters of
thought and impute and action action
of such audacity as to make him tar be
yond all others the most discussed man
of his time The fruits ot his utterances
and of his performances are exceedingly
numerous and the future historian will
not lack for material from which to esti-
mate his character Mr Roosevelt has
not told anybody what he Intends to do
as a private citisen It has been sug-
gested that he will spend a year or two
traveling Expressions of admiration
from the rulers and the press of foreign
nations generally assure him an excep-
tionally hospitable and distinguished wad

wherever he would desire to go but
Mr Roosevelt has never been noted as a
traveler save in quest of game such as
buses bobcats and wealthy malefactors

The notion that he would like to repre-
sent his State In the United States Senate-
is said to depend upon the election of
Secretary Tat to the Presidency In that
event Mr Roosevelt it is said would
not risk the imputation that he was a

White House Senator because his
friend srd favorite wirs master of the
Executive Mansion Possibly he would
go to the Philippines a visit which Sec

Taft has time and again held up
to Mm white Secretary Root when on
his recent tour of South America assured
his entertainers that Mr Roosevelt
probably make them a visit In any
event It is beyond question that a man
of the alert aggressive character of Mr
Roosevelt in the prime of life Intensely
concerned In the numerous policies
launched by him daring a strikingly

eventful administration will take an ex-

traordinary Interest in public affairs TIM
influence he may be expected to exert as
lOOK as he lives will be of very consider-
able Importance

Former President ClevoIaaQ Is to the
unique position of having bees twice an
exPresident When he retired after his
first term March 4 1M he went for
some time to dwell at Buasards Bay on
the Massachusetts coast They Gables
his home afforded him soothing rest and
delightful recreation Here with his
friend the great American actor Joe
Jefferson as neighbor and the companion-
of his pastimes Ire became famous as a
fisherman often making bis catches and
exhibitta a fortitude of patience In the
face of adverse conditions of which only
great statesmen are capable But Mr
Clevelands rest was not for long He
was drawn into polities intiie next Presi-
dential campaign and was elected and
sent back to the supreme burden and con-

secrated responsibilities of the Presidency
When he retired in 1897 be removed to
Princeton N J where for some time
he lectured at the university His legal
opinions were sought and a few years
ago be was made one of the trustees of
the Equitable Insurance Company of New

to represent the policyholders

The first President best beloved of all
history sought the seclusion of a coun
try home and farm when he might have
continued in office by his own will had
ho lived to be a centenarian He had
already set the precedent of declining a
third term Increasing the admiration of
the people for his great character when
he at the inauguration of his
successor The Journal of the Senate of
March 4 17S7 noting the inaugural pro-
ceedings lends more than wonted color
to the record of the entry of the

party and how they were seated
with the words the great and good Mr
Washington as a private citisen took
his seat a little in front of where the
Senators sat Immediately after this
he went to Mount Vernon and at once
devoted himself with enthusiasm to the
management of his vast farming estate
But not long could he remain Mr Wash-
ington War with France became im-

minent in 1796 and the President ap-

pointed him teiutenant general Most of
the remaining months of his life were
given to the task of organising the army
and the Commanderinchief was fatally
stricken before peace was reassured

John Adams quit the National Capi-

tal to go home without waiting to have
anything to do with the Inauguration of
his rival Thomas Jefferson The second
President lived twentyfive years after
his retirement from the White House
and died on the fiftieth anniversary of
the Declaration of Independence his lost
words being Thomas Jefferson still
lives And Mr Jefferson died the same
day In their early careers the two were
intimately associated in the nearperfect
ing of our form of government They
later became rivals and bitter enemies
but in old age and retirement all former
differences were forgotten and they con
ducted a mutually respectful corre-
spondence of interest and instructive-
ness surpassing anything of the kind ever
dlvujged In the relations of any two other

Mr Jefferson hastened te his farm in
Virginia Monticello which became a
Mecca for alt Americana There in addi-
tion to looking after seed time and har-
vest ha found time to do a wonderful
amount of work for the cause of popular
education founding the University of
Virginia He superintended the location
and erection of every building and served
for many years as a member of the
board of trustees f the institution With
him at one time serving as trustees were
two other exPresidents ot the United
States James Madison and James Mon
roe All three of these exPresidents re-
tired to farms and country estates Two
of them Madison and Monroe with an
other Virginian John Tyler afterward
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to be President Were caJWd to public
duty and served together in the Virginia
constitutional convention of 1829

Not long ago there died near Char
lottasviile a citizen who told of meeting
Messrs Jefferson Madison and Monroe
coming together down the street Mr
Jefferson always the most loquacious
suggested to others that if their friend
were also an exPresident they would
certainly have a quorum and on
strength of it they might go and take a
toddy The friend of the illustrious trio
who chanced to be president of the
Opossum Club of Charlottesville at

once moved that they repair to the club-
room where they could quaff a health
anyhow and so they did The threfl
great Virginians contributed Immensely
by pen influence and words to the RUse
of education their writings remaining
among the most inspiring products of
American leadership

John Quincy Adams was President
while Ida father was living and at th
sad of his term although sixtytwo years
old returned to public life and served
eighteen years as a member of the House
of Representatives in Washington dying

in the harness Andrew Jackson wax
seventy at the close of his second term
He retired to resume farming at the
Hermitage near Nashville and there
cams thousands of visitors who enjoyed-
a rare degree of the oldtime hospital-
ity In his old age he Joined the Pres-
byterian Church and would immediately
have been made an elder but be de-

clined quoting the Bible Be not hasty
in the layinG on of hands The Her-
mitage was purchased by the State of
Tennessee in 164 etttl has been main-
tained by an association of patriotic
women A bill In accordance with a rec-
ommendation of President Roosevelt is
pending in Congress for an adequate ap-
propriation o properly care for and
keep the toast and borne of Jackson

Martin Van Burn Hucceeeor of Jack-
son lived through the administrations of
William Henry Harrison Tyler Poll
Taylor Fillmore Pierce and Buchanan
and into Lincolns a retired hut useful
life John Tyler bought a country estate
on the James River near Richmond
lest public service was In the Interest of
peace between the Northland South in
1H1 when he was president of an unavail-
ing peace commission which came to
Washington from twentyone States
Franklin Pierce became a recluse after
his retirement as did his successor

Buchanan They were ardent
Democrats deeply regretting the strife
with their party brethren of the South
but stanchly loyal to the Union John
Tyler was a member of the Virginia con-

vention which voted for the ordinance-
of secession and died soon thereafter

Andrew Jobason was the second Presi-
dent to return to politics after his retire

from the White House He was
deeaied as a candidate for Congress and
In 1S was elected to the Senate from
Tennessee but served only In an extra
session term Soon after this h died
from a stroke of paralysis Gen Grant
when he left the White House immed-
iately went on a tour around the world
and was received everywhere with ex-
traordinary ovations On his return after-
a snort stay at his old home at Galena
IIU he west to New York and engaged-
in the banking business with persons who
swindled him his son out of most of
their iMMseseions Then in order to re-
coup his shattered fortune he spent the
rest of his Ute writing his remarkably
interesting and valuable personal me
moire

President Hayes was another who re-

tired to the farm making a specialty of
i poultry raising Like nearly all of the
Presidents he gave much attention to
educations and philanthropic work and
at the time of his death was a member of
the Peahody education board President
Arthur died very soon after his retire-
ment President Harrison returned to
an active and lucrative practice of law
after a few months of lecturing at In-
land Stanford University California He
represented the government in
eases of international concern being coun-
sel in the Venezuela boundary dispute
and as a member of The Hague confer-
ence Harrison did some literary
work after his retirement as had all of
the Presidents who survived their public
