SEA GETS HEAVY TOLLS.

Total of 118 Vessels Lost at Sea Dar-
ing Month of December,

Baltimore, Feb. 22.—The dangers of the
deep are fully illustrated in a report just
issued by N. K. Sanford, surveyor to the
French Bureau Veritas at this port, show-
ing the marine dieasters to all flags dur-
ing the month of December last. Accord-
ing to this report, 116 vessels were lost
during the month. Of these 82 were sail-
ing vessels and 34 steamers. The losses
were apportioned among the nations as
follows:

In this number are included 6 steamers
reported missing.

The causes of losses are given as fol-
lows: BSailing vmels—Stnndlnc. 34; col-
lision, 5: fire, 2; foundered, 8; abandoned,
11; condemned, 22
Sugmen—stnndlnc. 12; colligion, 1; five,
1; foundered, 7; condemned, 7.

In addition to the total losses, the re-
port shows that 217 ssiling vessels met
with serious accidents, resulting from
stranding, fire, collislon, stress of weath-

Police Hold Kin, After First
Believing It Suicide.

TAKES POISON; HEAD CRUSHED

Officials Declares Vietim Could Not
Have Inflicted Skull Wound After
Taking Sulphuric Acid—Stepson
Believed to Know Something of
Crime—Makes Will and Disappears.

New York, Feb 23.—Gerolamo Cella,
one of the partners in the firm of Cella
Bros., importers of wines and wholesale
groceries at 528 and 530 Weést Broadway,
and credited with being one of the
wealthiest business men in New York's
Italian colony, went to a lawyer on Sat-
urday to get advice on the matter of
changing his will,

He said at the time that lie was going
away {rom home, never to comge back. At
1 o'clock this morning he was found by
his brother, Dominico Cella, lying in a
heap on the floor of his darkened office

Harriman Case Withdrawn
in Chicago Court.

FEARS LONG LEGAL BATTLE

Declares When Union Pacific Ma-
nipnlator Telis Truti to Federal
‘.overnment, State Will Oust Him
from JIllineis Ceneral—=New York
Magnate Owns but 130 Shares,

New TYork, Feb, 2. —Stuyvesant Fish
gave out a statement to-night, in which
he announced that the suit in Judge Bali's
court in Chicago, tq prevent the voting of
the Illinois Central stock held by Harri-
man corporations, is to be dismissed
forthwith.

Mr. Fish said, In part:

“On February 20, 1%8, the Hon. Farlin
Q. Ball, judge of the Superior Court of
Cock County, Illinois, dissolved the in-
junction granted by him October 14, 1807,
restraining the Unicn Pacific Raliroad
Company frem voting 231,000 shares of
Illinois Central stock, which constitutes
nearly three-tenths of the total capital of
4,490 shares.

“The terms of the directors now to ba
elected will expire before an appointment
can be presecuted to the court of last re-
sort. In the meanwhile, the Union Pacific
will have filled the whole Illinoizs Central
board with creatures of its own selec-
tion. As three Illinois Central directors
are elected annusally for terms of four
years each, it would thereafter take thres
years more to put an end to the Union
Pacific domination.
