Life iu Insane Asylum

DOCTORS DOUBT HIS SANITY

Slnycr of Stanford White I Snlcl to
lie Jnenrnlile Phywiclnn Control
lljij Cn c Once Mode Affidavit He
llelieved Pit to burner Permanently
Crazy So Move JIb Ilelcnxc

New York Fob Is being brought
home to the members of the family of
Harry K Thaw that an oxtraordlrjap ef
fort will havo to be made to set film out of
the Matteawan Insane Asylum According
to unofficial reports from the asylum
Thaws belmvlor has not convinced tho
doctors In charge that ho is sane

Tim doctors have refused to say that
he Is acting like a sane man although1
they will not put themselves on record as-
saying that they believe him to be Insane

As a matter of fact It Is known thRt
Thaw is being watched very carefully as
those in charge of the asylum anticipate
Unit sooner or later thero will be an
attempt to get him out and they will be
required to go through a very strict ex
umination as to how Thaw has acted
since he was committed to the asylum by
Justice Dowllng

Thaw has been examined several
alienists including doctors representing
his family The physicians in charge of
the hospital have been Instructed by Dr
Ferris who is tIle head of the SUite
lunjicy board to keep a very careful rec-
ord of Thaws condition There are sev-
eral reasons for this

Kvrrin IN CoiiHcIcntloiix
Dr Ferris te lookod upon as an able

anti conscientious man He knows that
any move to have Thaw released
will be opposed by Attorney
Jerome It is understood that Mr Jorome
is not unacquainted with what Is going
on In the asylum and he is said to be
receiving dully an accurate report of
Thaws condition Furthermore Dr

was a witness for the district attor
fey at the proceedings before the lunacy
commission at the first trial He made
an affidavit which is still a record of the
court saying that Thaw was u paranoiac
that was Incurably Insane and that
it would be dangerous to the community-
to have him large

Before be made that affidavit Dr Fer
ris was informed by Mr Jerome of all
the evidence he Jerome had of the in
sanity taint in the Thaw family and bo
based his opinion not On the evidence
that was brought out at the first trial
but on all of the evidence in Mr Jeromes
possession much of which was brought
out before the jury at the seebnd trial
when it was declared that Thaw was in-
sane when he killed White

Cnnnot Go flack on Claim
As Dr Ferris will have a good deal

to say about Thaws release as hoed of
the State Lunacy Commission It to hard
to see how ha can go back on life

From what has been said by Thaws
relatives there is no great desire to have
