Every possible solution has ben con
Eldered Princeton offered terms which
promised some of the financial reward
but the inconvenience imposed made the
experiment disastrous and it will never
be repeated Every city and every great
university of the East would welcome tho
army and navy but geographical consid
erations have pointed to Philadelphia as
the mete of the contest Heretofore
Philadelphia has meant Franklin Field
There is prospect now that Penns fa
jnous battleground will not again boast
tho official social and athletic distinction
which it has enjoyed in the past but that
Philadelphia still host of the football
heroes will journey southward to the
navy yard and not across the Walnut
street bridge

At a stroke this move would accomplish
nil that has been desired by both Army
and Navy The game would be played
exclusively under government auspices
there would be no division of tickets with
a third Institution Whatever financial
return there might be would be at the
disposal of West Point and Annapolis
the geographical center would be pre-
served but most important accommoda
tion could be provided for the last Army
or Navy enthusiast who might desire
to see the crowning event of the Ameri-
can athletic year
