The person who referred to a book in
all probability meant a novel rules
adopted by the trustees forbid the reserv-
ing of any fiction except the duplicate
pay copies These duplicate pay copies
are additional copies of naw novels in ex-
cess of what the library under ordinary
circumstances would supply

The library has free copies of ovory
book added to its shelves These how-
ever are not reserved It Is a case of
first come first served

These duplicate pay copies are sup-
plied as a matter of accommodation to
