Rev William Morgan M A who has been rector of Brook

land parish since 1900 and examining chaplain to the Bishop of Washington
was born some forty years ago In the principality of Wales and takes a Just
pride in his ancient British lineage being descended from the groat warrior
race tho brave Sllure who successfully opposed the might of the Roman arms
under their Prince Caractacus Among his ancestors were Sir Rhys Ap Thom
as Prince of South Wales who with his army from South Wales was chiefly
instrumental In defeating Richard III at the battle of Bosworth and placing his
fellowcountryman Harry Tudor afterward Henry VII on the throne of Eng
land

Tho reverend genteman was educated at Llandovery College ono of the
foromost schools In Wales under Dr Edwards now Bishop of St Asaph From
thence ho proceeded o the University of Cambridge becoming a student of
Christs College whitti reckons among Its alumni John Milton the poet aad
Charles Darwin the groat scientist He was graduated B A in 1SS5 becoming
master of arts later on In hin Cambridge days ho was a pupil 9f the great
theologian Bishop Wefifcott also of the present dean of Westminster Dr Ar
mitage Robinson the late Bishop Creighton Sir John Seoloy the author of
Ecce Homo Dean Kirkpatrick Dr Lumby Dr Polio c One of his fol
lowstudents ansi friend waa Dr Israel Gollancz the editor of the famous Tem-
ple Shakespeare-

Dr MorganJones wx ordained In Ism by the Bishop of Bangor in Bangor
Cathedral The see of Bangor is one of the ancient dioceses of the old Church-
of Britain dating from the year ISO A D and was in existence before Ute ar-
rival of Augustine in Kent and the erection of Canterbury into see He held
many important positions in the church In Wales He was canon of Bangor Ca-
thedral and secretary to the BishOp of Bangor He was also diocesan inspec-
tor of schools and director of religious education in the diocese of St Davids
being appointed to that position by Bishop Basil Jones

Under the arduous work which belonged to this later position his health
broke down and It was while ho was recuperating that he first visited America
In the fall of 1S09 he paid a visit to and was a guest of the late
Bishop Satterlee At the bishops request he consented to accept the rectorship-
of his present parish and removed to this country the following year The
bishop also appointed him one of his examining chaplains-

Dr MorganJones was married in 1SW to Miss Rhinelander of the well
known New York family of that name Mr Rhlnolander was president of the
Metropolitan Museum in New York and wag one of its principal founders On
her paternal side Mrs MorganJones is descended from Gen Stevens one of
Washingtons generals In the war of Revolution and on the maternal side
from tho great Puritan divine John Davenport the founder of New Haven and
Yale University Her greatgreatgrandfather was Abraham Davenport judge
and Senator Mrs Edith Wharton and Lady Beaumont wife of Admiral Sir
Lewis Beaumont of the British navy are cousins of Mrs MorganJones Dr

C Rives of this city a brotherinlaw
When Dr MorganJones accepted rectorship of his present charge the

parish was In a disorganized stte But under his tactful rule order and har-
mony were soon restored and the parish has prospered under his rectorship

His peoplo are deeply attached to him and his charming wife Although calls
have come to him from various other parishes in and elsewhere
they have been consistently declined While in Wales last year many pressing
requests were made for him to return to take up his former positions there
While canon of Bangor he was intimate with the late Lord Penrhyn owner of
the great Welsh slate quarries and while he was In Wales last spring he
preached his funeral sermon at Lord Ponrhyns parish church which Is close by
Penrhyn Castle Dr MorganJones has the gift of being able to preach and
speak in the Welsh language WIth as much eaSe and eloquence as In English

Chapel of Nativity at

Close In Remembrance of Sat
terle Diithop MackaySmith In to
Preach Eulogy of Colleague

In memory of Bishop Satterlee pjans
have been perfected for the holding of a
great memorial service or rather two
services on the Feast of the Annuncia-
tion Maroh Sth twelfth anniversary
of his consecration One of those sorv
Icet will bo hold at the ProCathedral
Church of the Ascension at 11 a m the
other at Epiphany Church at S p m
Bishop MackaySmith has been chosen
to preach the memorial sormon and as
Bishop Satterlees lifelong friend and
close associate none could be more
worthy or the honor or nore capable of
adequately discharging its weighty re
sponsibilities It has been arranged that
the services and sermon In both churches
shall be the same an arrangement

suggested by the fact that we have
no church in Washington capable of set
ing or even providing standing room
for all who shall come When BIshop
Satterlees conception or a Cathedral on
Mount St Alban is realized there will
there a church easily oapaole of seating
3000 persons

It has been suggested by some of our
prominent laymen that the people of this
diocese holding in remembrance Bishop
Satterlees beautiful life his high ideals
of duty and untiring devotion to the
work of the Episcopate which have for
ever enshrined his memory in their
hearts should build as a memorial the
Bethlehem Chapel of tho Nativity The
last public expression of the bishop was
the utterance of his hearts desire that
the complete foundation of the Cathedral
might soon be laid and in connection
therewith a memorial chapel might be
