In the schools zee that the school work
Is made as practical as possible For the
boys I want to see training provided that

from their life work that will train them j

front it With the girl see that it Is not
made a matter of mirth that the girl who
goes to coHege comes out unprepared to
do of the ordinary of woman
hood See in other words that with thehigher education which she should Have
for she should have a right to Just as
much education to just as high an educa
tion as any man see that with that goes
the education that will fit her to do her
fundamental work in the world As regards our public schools I want to put ina special word in behalf of the right kind
of playgrounds No school is a good

Help tho children to play and rememberthat can often them most byleaving them entirely aione I

effect cannot fail to lint a response in
all groups and sections sad parties of
our American people

1 would not venture to advise you
with reference to an education which
should fit women for their part as moth-
ers in the home That is a high theme
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in which others may learn front you
What I should like to urge upon your
consideration is a narrower and lowlier
calling yet one which may conceivably
become of large significance m the life
of our people

Under modern conditions there is need
for a great deal of mothering by those
who are not mothers themselves a need
for fostermothering if the term may be
permitted In orphanages in day nurser
Its in social settlements fat bome from
which the mother has boon taken or in
which the living mother is unable to
carry all the buztieas of her position
there is today a wide demand for the
services of young women who are expert
in the see of little children from the
Ant month of babyhood to the age for
kindergarten or school

A leading place should necessarily be
given to the care of the little ones health
