Re-enlisting ex-Soldiers.

FORAKER LOSES HIS FIGHT

Makes Final E%ort to Gain His End
in Committee, and Will Make Last
Stand in Senate To-day—Demoerats
Determined that Neither Bill Shall
Tome to a Vote There.

All prospect for legislation looking to
the restoration of the Brownsville négro
battalion of the Twenty-fifth Infantry
disappeared yesterday when the Senate
Committee on Military Affairs, by a vote
of 9 to 4, decided to report adversely all
pending legislation on the subject.

The committee was in session about an
hour, There was lttle discussion, the
time being consumed in voting. Two biils
were pending before .the committee—one
by Senator Foraker, of Ohio, which di-
rected the restoration of the soldlers to
the rolls, with full pay and allowances to
date from their original discharge by or-
der of the President; the other, by Sen-
ator Warner, of Missouri, embodied the
views of the administration and author-
ized the reinstatement
the battalion who could show that they
had not participated in the shooting up
of Brownsville or had guilty knowledge of
the ‘affalr. The Warner bill made no pro-
vision for arrears of pay and allowances.

Foraker Will Not Compromise,

It had been evident for some time that
the maljority of the committee would
not agree on the conditions of relnstate-
ment. Senator Foraker would not con-
sent to accept the Warner bill, or any
compromise measure. He adhered to the
ground which he took at the outset,
that the soldlers were discharged unlaw-

fully and without information to sustain |

RESTRICT FEDERAL COURTS.
Senator Burkett Offiers Bill to Limit
Use of Injunctions,

Senator Burkett, of Nebraska, yesterday
introduced in the Senate a bill proposing
to limit the use of injunctions by Federal
courts against State courts and State

officers.

The bill proposes to amend section
of the Revised Statutes of the
States 20 as to make It read as follows:

“The writ of injunction shall not be
granted by any court of the U'nited States
to stay proceedings In any court of
State, except in cases where such injunc- |
tion may be authorized by y law re-
lating to proceedings in bankruptcy,-nor |
shail a writ of Injunetion or a rf-struining
order be granted by any ccourt of the
United States against officers of any State
in executing State laws until upon the
final hearing and determination of the
cause by the court where such action was
instituted.”
