CHANGE BOXING RULR

More Time Between Rounds
Would Improve Sport.

BILLY CARROLL'S SUGGESTION

Comedian Favors Two Minutfes Rest
Between Each Set-to Instead of
One Minute, as at Present—Would
Prove Great Benefit to Youngsters,
Who Are Not Fully Mataured,

Philadelpliia, April 1L.—-The suggestion
made by Billy Carroll, the comedian,
has caused considerable discussion and
brought out several other Ideas that
wil] be of interest to those who are anx-
jous to have boxing placed on a safe and
sound basis.

Carroll's idea was to have a rest of two
minutes between each round of a boxing
contest, instead of one minute, a8 &t
present is the custom, Almost every one
who has spoken about the two-minutes-
between-rounds idea of Mr. Carroll ap-
proved of the suggestion and thought
that it should be given gerious considera-
tion, especially in bouts between young
boxers.

Boxing is a strenuous exercise, and the
exertlons which a man goes through In a
fast contest are as wearing, If not more
so, than the punching which is received
from an opponent,

If any man does not believe this to be
a fact let him get some one to hold a
watch for him and then just jump around
a room for three minutes as fast as ha
can, going through the motions as he sees
a boxer do it in the ring. This is the
same work that many boxers do in train-
ing, and which they call shadow boxing.
After doing this for thrée minutes et

him rest one minute and then try it
again.

It will take a man of good physi-
cal condition to go through eighteen

| minutes of such work. Before the end is

reached he will be apt to agree with
Comedian Carroli that one minuie is not
enough time to rest up between rounds,
and that doubling the time would be an
agreeable thing to the tired boxer.

Tha novice who wiil try to do threes or
four rounds of boxing will soon &appre-
ciate the fact that it is at times the poor
physical condition of a professional boxer
which really whips him in a contest
rather than the amount of punishment
which he receives.

at first brought out a laugh; but when
Molean offered to put up a reasonable
sum of money on the-affair he was seen
to be in dead earnest

Asked to explain how he could whip a
man without hitting him, the old boxing
master replied that he would put on the
gloves with Berger and go into a ring
and just box In and out and around
Harry, takipg care never to hurt him,
but making him go so fast that in Ber-
ger's poor condition the latter would have
to go so fast to keep up with Lim that
before the end of four rounds he would
be played out and would stop. And the
chances are that Billy could have done
just what he sald.

Pat Check on Youngsters,

Keeping in mind the severe exertions
which a boxer has (o go through in a
fast contest, another suggestion has been
made in connection with the talk of
Comedian Carroll which also seems to be
good at this time. This latter idea comes
from a man who ig much interested in
boxing from a spectator's standpoint,
and who rarely misses & bout between
prominent boxers.

This man gives it as his opinion that a
careful examination and study should be
made of the younger boxera who are
ambitious to take up the professional
game, and that none of the lads should
be allowed to box In public contests tiil
they have beccme matured and have de-
veloped their normal strength.

Joxing is one of the best means of exer-
cise, and this man does not want any of
the youngsters prevented from engaging
in §t. On the contrary, he believes in
doing everythirg to encourage them in
taking it up, .and as he is well-to-do
financially, he would be quite willing to
provide or help te provide public gym-
nasiums or boxing schools for such boys,
where they could be taught the art of
boxing and trained and developed into
good boxers.

But he thinks that many of the lads
who are now allowed to take part in
public contests are not fit physicaily for
such work, and that many of them are in
great danger of collapsing from their
own exertions when they are pressed to
the limit of thelr strength, as they often
are when they try to make a good show-
ing In the ring against a sturdy opponent.

Perhaps the danger which he sees to
these young boxers would not be so great
were the referees or men in charge of the
boxing rings always possesced of the
necessary good judgment and discretion
to stop the bouts when one or the other
of the boxers is reaching the point of ex-
haustion, but, as has been proven a num-
ber of times when fatalities have oc-
curred in this ecity, some of the men who
have heen in charge of the ring were ut-
terly incapable of telling the physical
condition of the hoxers,

Robson Was Overmatehed,

No better evidence of the popularity of
the sport of boxing could he needed than
the fact of the great attendance at the

one

—

bout last week between Joe Gans and
Spike Robson. One of the owners of the
National Athletic Club, where the bout
took place, stateq thal the receipts wers
over $,000, ‘

The big-arena was filleg to its capacity.
and the prices charged were above that
which are asked for the regular shows.
Had they been lower, it is likely that.the
attendance would have been doubled, had
there been any place In the city large
enough to hold jt. Yet the bout could
not have been considered. a sensational
oné from any standpoint,

Those who follow boxing were well
aware that Gans was taller, had a longer
reach, and was heavier than the little
Englishman. He had also shown many
times that he wag a harder hitter than
Spike, who has néver shown any evi-
dence of being a slugger. No close stu-
dent of boxing could figure out that Reb-
son had any possible chaace of beating
Gans, judzing by any performance which
he had given since he first visited this
country,

There had been an intimation that Splke
had been nursing his skill since he came
here, and that he had never really cut
ioose in any of his previous contests, but
no regular patron of boxing would have
been willing to take much stock in that
argument, for Reobson had been seen in
tight places several times when it would
have taken wonderful self-control to
have kept back a knock-out punch if he
had any ieft in his stock.

Yet feeling, as they must have done,
that all the advantages were in favor of
the ¢olored hoxer, as large a crowd
turned out to witness the match as the
largest boxing arena in the city could ac-
commodate, notwithstanding - the addi-
tiona)] charge to witness the contest.

When it was over no one seemed to feel
that he had not gotten the fuil value
of his money. The bout was a fast ohe
while it lasted, and there was action
every second the men were in the ring,
and the only regret possible was in the
fact that the men were not better
matched as to weight and strength.

Chance for Good Bouts,

A boxing promoter who was alive to the
possibilities of the light-weight situation
in thig city at the present time could ar-
range a number of contests that would
prove interesting to the followers of the
sport and prove a good thing from a
box office standpoint.

There are a number of professional box-
ers here now who are ambitious to be
classed as the best local light-weight.
Young Erne, Young Loughery, Willle
Moody, Adam Ryan, Jack Blackburn, and
perhaps one or two more, each think
they are the best at 133 pounds.

By matching these boxers at the weight
and pairing them off in a way that would
be convenient, either hy the selection of
the club owner or by drawing lois to see
which two men should box, and then
matching the wiuners, with the idea that
the man who survived the ordeal would
be given a chance to meet Gans, several
good shows would be provided, and each
one would be a good thing financially. It
ghouid not take much urging to get these
men together, for most of them are ready
at any time to jump into a ring and chal-
lenge anyvhody and everybody to a con-
test with the gloves.

The requirement of a reasonable forfeit
to make the weight would soon prove
whether the men were really able to class
as light-weights, and then it would be a
fair field and no favor, for it would be up
to the men to show whether or not their

HOPPE A BILLIARD MARVEL

Twenty-year-old Wonder Champion
of the World.

Attributes His Sucecess to Abstinence
frog Tobaceo and Drink, Whieh
Destroy the Nerves,

Philadelphia, April 11L.—Although he will
not be twenty-one years of age until next
October, Willie Hoppe is the 18.2 balk-
line billlard champion of the world, and
is confident before he reaches his majority
he will prove himself to be the peer of
all players.

Hoppe I8 a clean cut, smooth-shaven,
well-built yvoung feilow and. despite his
achievements, wears the same sized hat
as he did one year ago. If you speak to
him you will get a courteous reply de-
livergd In an easy manner, and you in-
stantly get a favorable impression of the
youth and his profession.

“You must keep your nerves in splendid
shape to control the fvories in that way,”
Hoppe was asked after the marvel of
the billlard world had gathered 213 caroms
in a faultless manner. To what do you
attribute your success?”

“Well, you know I belong to a billiard
family,” said Wiiile, “but I beiieve my
present position in the world of hilliards
is due to the fact that my education in
the art of smoking and drinking has been
totally neglected. I have never touched
an intoxicating drink nor smoked in my
life, and do not intend to dabble with
those habits so long as I am playing
in public contests.

“l1 started my billiard career, as you
know, when I was quite young, and dur-
ing the time I have spent in the game I
have seen so much of the evil effects of
these stimulants on really good men with
the cut that the idea became firmly fixed
in my mind that I would never be a
champion if I began to indulge in these
small vices.

“Whenever 1 faced an opponent who
used tobaeco I always felt satisfled that
I had a big advantage over him. My
mind was always clear and my nerves
steady, while he was always compelled to
steady himself with his customary stim-
ulants, which sometimes failed to stimu-
late in the right way.

“To me smoking seemed niwore of a
handicap than a steadier in most cases.

“A case in peint was my last contest
with Vignaux in Paris. The Frenchman
smoked incessantiy and <ipped cognac,
too, throughout the game, While T do
not contend that this caused him to lose,
1 can safely say that it did not improve
his skill

“People seem to forget that the game
of billiards is a true sport. It requires
the steadiest kind of nerves 1o be able to
usge the deftness of touch of a first-class
player, and this kind of nerves can only
be acquired hy careful living. It is true
that both Slosson and Schaefer are fond
of cigars and remained at the top of the
heap for many years, but this does not
disprove my theory. In any sport the
first thing a trainer insists upon is a
total abstinence from liquor and tobacco.
Billiard men sheuld train the same way,
I suppose the reason they do not Is be-
cause it is a sort of gentleman’s social
game. Have a cigar?”

Ohio Senator Speaks Before
African Conference.

TALKS OF BROWNSVILLE FRAY

Convinced that Colored Battalion
Did No Wroag—Deciares He Was
Not Seeking Votes, Because He Al.
Teady Had Them—Tells When His
Religion Was Nearly Lost,

An address delivered by Senator For-
aker yesterday at the session of the Bal-
timore A, M. E. Conference, in Metropoli-
tan A. M. E. Church, served to break the
monotony of the routine work of the
ministers, awoke much enthusiasm in the
delegates, and demonstrated satisfactorily
t0 the negro preachers that the negroes
have a strong friend and one active in
their behalf in the Senator from Chlo,

When Mr. Foraker was escorted/to the
pulpit the assembled delegates arose ina
body ard greeted him with cheers and
handclapping. He was introduced by
Bishop Gaines as the “friend and de-
fender of our people.”

Applause during the speech of the Sen-
ator was almost continuous, Enthusiasm
was manifested now and then by cheers.

Discusses Brownsvilie Affair.

Senator Foraker complimented the
ministers on the good work they havs
done for the negro race in recent vears,
Ile spoke of the Brownsville affair, ex.
cusing himself for broaching the sub-
jeet by saying it had been mentioned
in the invitation to address the confer-
ence, extended by Bishop Gaines.

He expressed his opinion that not a
man in the negro battallon had fired a
gun on the night of the shooting at
Brownsville, and referred to his inten-
tion of delivering a speech in the Sen-
ate on Tuesday, to try to demonstrate
to the pecple of this country that his
opinion is correct.

As Senator Foraker concluded
address the audience arose and
