California had come He was downed
fairly and squarely and so helplessly
whipped that even Spider Kelly in his
turner stopped shouting advice to him
after the first round Every one knew
Britt was in for a decisive licking His
old stamina and whirlwind rushes were
lacking He could sot land on MoFarI-
ctnd and at the seine time was unable to
guard himself

It was the spectacular showing of Mc
Farland far more than the downfall of
Britt that stands out prominently in this
tight The West and with good reason
had come to be wary of importations and
flow to praise them Nor was McFar
land overboastfut He said he would win
and explained that he could fight far bet-
ter than he could box
