had been successfully finished at a very satisfactors
profit, much credit for which he attributed to the
advice of Mr, Fernald, above indicated. may be
proper to state my understanding that the personal
resources of the Mr. Wainwright in guestion are
very large.

Mr. FernaM made the serious error of aceepting
the large gift of $1,000 frem Mr. Wainwright, al-
though doing so at the urgent solicitation of the
latter, in which acceptance it is my belief that Mr.
Fernald had ne thought of improper motives, the
Drake & Stratton Company not being or having
been contractors or subcontractors for the Distriet,
and their work on the Virginia avenue tunnel being,
as stated, entirely or essentially completed.

In this connection it was further disclosed that
Mr. Fernald had at a later pericd borrowed the sum
of §300 from Mr. Brennan, president of the Brennan
Construetion Company, giving his persopal note
therefor. Mr. Brennan was am old personal friend
of Mr. Fernald, and the latter had been in Mr,
Brenpan’s employ from May, 1901, to July, 1903,
which period is the sole imterruption of Mr. Fer-
nald’s services with the District for a period of
more than twenty years.

I am firmly convinced that in neither of the trans.
actions outlined above did Mr. Fermald contemplate
any wrongdeing, and so acted only through failure
to appreciate that his position of responsibility and
possible future relations with these contractors made
the acceptance of such favors serious errors,

A Veteran Employe,

Mr. Fernald has been comtinuously employed in
the District service for a period of more than twenty
years, excepting for & period of littie over two years,
about five to seven years ago, during which time he
was connected with the Bremnan Construction Com-
pany as superintendent. In this period his services
have been of great value to the Distriet. Especially
within the last few years in the work connected with
the elimination of grade crissings, his attention to
the great detail of the work and his applisstion
during long bours and for continuous periods without
leave of absepce have been notabie.

However, it is believed to be fundamentally neces-
sary, in the conduet of munich <] operations, that
all employes of whatever grade should be heid to a
strict appreciation of the fact that financial obliga-
tions of any nature with individuals or frms con-
ducting work for or in connegtion with a municipal-
ity should be absolutely f . In view, how-
ever, of his record and services, 1 move that Mz
Fernald's resignation be requested, and accepted, to
take effect at once.
