Tokyo March 18 In any open port ot
the East one will find the Occidental so-

ciety divided Anolent GaulInto three
parts There are the commercial the of-

ficial and the missionary circles and the
dealings between them are at arms
length The missionary fs more distinctly
apart but at the same time the othar
sections of Occidental society In the East
recognIze him as a potent factor in the
development of the Orient The late
Charles Denby long the American min-
ister at Pekln declared that every dol
lar spent by American church people in
support of Oriental missions was worth

10 in actual returns to the commerce of
the United States While the missionary
is not a drummer and white extension
m trade is the last thing he thinks of
the history of the Orient shows that trade
always follows the cross

The direct relation between the ad-
vance work of the missionaries and the
concrete commercial profit which follows-
is not always easy to trace In some

however the benefit is direct
The government of Japan in furtherance-
of Its South Manchurlan Railway scheme
went into Bngllsh money market and
borrowed 0000000 When the British
found out that this money borrowed in
London had been spent in the United
States for railroad supplies they kicked
up a pretty row in the House of Com-
mons But was nothing to be done
about it so the queetkm wa dropped
The reason why the Japanese govern-
ment spent English money in the United
States was due solely to the fact that the
Japanese engineers in charge of the work
had been educated IB the United States
fit the expense of the American mission
aiies and had there imbibed Yankee no
tions which made it Impossible for them
to build a railroad along any other than
American Therefore at one fell
swoop American commerce reaped a di
rect return of PMGMN from rafsetonary
effort

The missionary are the skir-

The conservatism of the Chinos is
proverbial but even they sometimes take
kindly to an Innovation A missionary
family in the interior managed to keep

1 provided with a stock of condensed milk
brought in large quantities once or twice
a year from th distant open port Al-
though the use of milk was unknown to
the Chinese the servants soon spread
tilts of Ita wonderful qualities From
time to time the missionary away
some of the cans to his Chinese neigh-
bors The result was that a local mer-
chant put in a stock of condensed milk
the first time in the history of the place
that any foreign goods had been offered
for sale The business was good from
the start and in the course of time a
Mg trading concern a man up to
Investigate the strange orders for con-
densed milk which came from a town
hitherto unknown on commercial maps
Th result was the establishment of a
regular business in many lines of

wares notwithstanding the almost
insuperable difficulties of distance and
transportation

In Japan the missionary has been a
successful furniture drummer without
knowing it The advantage of sitting on
a chair appeals to the Japanese mind al-

though the sitting posture tires him
dreadfully But it is a fact that into
whatever towns the missionaries went
the emand for chairs and tables was
treated It has now reached the stage
chat wherever there Is a Christian com-
munity that is where the missionaries
have been at work almost every family
not actually poverty stricken has at
least one foreign room in the house
This room always has a carpet a
chairs a table and sometimes even a
bed The presence of these things means
that the missionary created a demand by
bringing the existence of common West-
ern conveniences to the minds of the
Japanese At first these articles were all
imported but now most of them are
made in this country but with Imported
machinery

The missionary in Japan has not only
carried the light to the Japanese in a
spiritual sense but in the actual physical
form of a kerosene lamp The ancient
lamp of Japan a vessel filled with vege
table oil in which floated a rude wick
was fit only to show how dark it was
To read by it was to invite blindness
The missionaries first foreigners to
get to the interto carried kerosene and
lamps with them The practical advantage of this strong clear light was

recognized by the people andthey asked how they could have lamps
too As a result the kerosene lamp is
almost as universal in rural Japan as itIs in rural America while in the cities
it is everywhere The Standard OH Com-
pany has a tremendous business in Japan
as have also th Japanese oil concerns
Thfs business undoubtedly would have
followed the opening of Japan to foreign
Ideas even If there had never been a
missionary but the fact that the mis-
sionary was twenty years in the Interior
before the foreign traders were permitted
to go there means that the immense
business of today was built up twentyyears sooner than it would have been
had there been no missions

In China where everybody wears cot
ton there was no such thing as a cotton
mill until a missionary built a smallspinning mill to give employment andsupport to his band of Chinese students
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Out of this beginning has grown a con
siderable number of spinning mills in
China Missionaries in the New Hebrides
discovered the arrowroot of which the
natives knew nothing and the annual
trade is now worth several hundred
thousand dollars How trade has pene-
trated into darkest Africa through the
opening made by the great missionary
Livingstone is known to all the world
That the interior and remote reaches of
China are being brought closer to the
ports by traffic in foreign supplies is di-

rectly due to the missionaries for by
their agency alone was tho demand for
foreign goods created in those inland
places

Trade follows the cross That fact can
not be disputed but at the same time the
commercial sot and the missionary set
in any Oriental port have an entirely
different point of view and are often at
loggerheads on local questions The mis-

sionaries In Japan for instance are near
ly all so thoroughly proJapanese that
they partake of the fanatic loyalty of
the natives themselves to the imperial
government The commercial foreigners-
in Japan on the other hand are almost
unanimous in their criticism of Japanese
methods and practices It was the mis
sionary influence which was largely re-
sponsible for the revision of the treaties
which in UN brought Japan Into the

most favored nation class This re-
vision was bitterly opposed by many of
the commercial class

But differ as they will the missionary
realises and admits that commerce has
given him the means to come to the land
where he is working for the advancement-
of his holy cause and that he owes much
to the presence of the foreign commercial

Mr Rayner continued

Advancing a step beyond the principle
embraced in this bill wa have another
doctrine and I regret to say sustained
by high Democratic authority that Con
grass ought to pass a law providing that
corporations should be limited in the
amount of the product that they can con
sign into other States and that Congress
has the right to place an arbitrary figure
upon their business transactions whon
they enter Into the channels of interstate
commerce The Constitution makes no
classification of corporations or any dis
tinction between them and individuals
and if we have a right to do this with
corporations we have precisely the samo
right to do It with individuals We have
a bill now before the Senate that sub

a monstrous proposition and one that
would finally place every commercial
transaction and every business enterprise
under Federal supervision

This brings me to another proposition
that is more startling than those I have
Just referred to Congress is given the
right by tho Constitution to establish
postoffices and poetroads The President
deduces from this grant the power to con
trol the intrastate railways of the United
States that do not pass beyond the boun-
daries of the State that created them

Would Abolish Bmlnent Domain
If this construction is correct It places

the government of the United States
right within the boundaries of the State
and It gives complete jurisdiction over
every internal highway In the country
Every highway either is or can be made
a postroad and being a postroad It can
be controlled not only for postroad pur-
poses as contemplated by the terms of
the Constitution but for all purposes of
commerce and traffic that pass over Its
bed As the government authority pre-

vails whenever it extols under the dele-

gated powers of the Constitution accord-
ing to this process of constitutional Inter
pretation the highways of every State in
the Union peas into the control and juris
diction of the Federal government with-
out any reference whatever to the

clause of the Constitution at all
No judge no jurist no court no text

writer no expounder or commentator
whom I have ever heard of ever con
calved of such an interpretation as this
and the President alone is entitled to all
the credit and all the glory that attaches
to this unheralded discovery His groat
intellect perceived in this perfectly Inno-
cent grant of the right to establish a
postroad for the purpose of carrying the
mall and of a postoffice for the purpose
of receiving and distributing it an op
portunity to swoop down upon the States
and upon their municipalities and deprive
them of their right of eminent domain
which is absolutely essential for their local
sovereignty and existence

Opposes Federal Incorporation
Ac a corollary from this constitutional

demonstration we have the President
recommending in the same address the
national incorporation of railroads and
we have heard this scheme earnestly and
intelligently advocated upon this floor

There is only one way of accomplish
lit the object and that Is to pass law
that all common carriers shall be pro-
hibited from carrying Interstate com-
merce unless they submit to Federal In
corporation It must be observed that
there is nothing in the Constitution that
prohibits the Federal government from
violating the obligation of contracts

The point that I make tf that all the
charters with but few exceptions will
be forfeited under such a law and that
every franchise granted to every common
carrier by every State In the Union would
be practically vacated and I predict it
here now that this s proposition that
we must soon encounter and battle with

We come to a proposition now that
overtops the whole of them and by one
fen stroke if it can successfully main-
tained obliterates the framework of our
government

We have a proposition boldly an-
nounced by our Secretary of State a law-
yer of profound intelleot and of pre-
eminent ability that if the States do not
come to the rescue of the Federal gov-
ernment whenever an emergency arises
for the exercise of Federal power that
ways will be found which will give the
Federal government the right to exercise
the power that it proposes whether it
comes within its delegated functions or
not I said at the last session of Congress
In an address before this body upon
Executive usurpation and I repeat It
now that this is the most startling and
dangerous doctrine ever announced be-
fore the American people

I have been waiting for a year with
resignation and with patience for the
Secretary to recall this revolutionary ut
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terance or In some way to temper or to
moderate It but there It still stands as It
did upon the day on which it was first
uttered as a letter of marque and
reprisal to justify every pirate in his at-

tempt to depredate upon the ship of state
We had better toar the Constitution into
shreds and start anew than have such a
manifesto as this emanating from the
heights thundered down to Congress

the Federal circuits of the Unltud
States

It says to Congress Pass your un
constitutional law and we will see to it
that the courts will make them valid by
Interpolating them Into the Constitution

Fortified by such an authority as this
Is there any wonder that the President
proposed through the treatymaking power
to overthrow the local institutions of
every Commonwealth of the land with
which It came In conflict The States levy
a tax for support of their local gov-

ernments without asking any help
or advice from the Federal government In
this regard they legislate with reference-
to the usages and the customs and the
needs and requirements of their people

But says the President you do all
this subject to my right to barter your
rights away You have the right but I
have the power with the consent of the
Sonata to make the treaty and when
the two rights conflict mine prevails and
the States must surrender

I want to say to the Senate now that
In my opinion if it had not for con-
cessions that the State of California made
or for concessions that the foreign gov-
ernment made either one or the

The old doctrine is burled in the
graves of those who sacrificed their for-
tunes and their lives in Its dafunse and
this new doctrine that I am now dis-
cussing was ushered into life with the
advent of the present administration-
and the emergencies that have called
forth Federal activities absolutely com-
pel us now to inquire what is the limit
to their exercise Is the emergency to
control thorn or are they governed by
law

I am a representative of one of the
original States and I stand by the terms
of the covenant not by the letter but
by the logic and the spirit of the charter-
I say put into execution ovary dele-
gated power when the necessity arises
for its exercise but not if I can prevent
it shall the Instrument be perverted tond
new powers that do not belong there In-

corporated into its provisions We want
the Constitution to stand as it Is and if
it is to be amended to have the change
made in accordance with the methods
that it provides

We are fully capable in the States of
managing our own affairs in accordance
with our traditions and our usages and
our customs We do not want the juris
diction of the Federal courts enlarged
unless demanded by the necessities of
the case nor our State courts Interfered
with in the administration of justice
We do not want any unnecessary em
bargo laid upon our legtlmate commerce
nor our State charters subjected to Pod
oral forfeiture We protest in unmeas
ured terms against the presence of Fed-
eral Inspectors and deputy marshals and
supervisors in the business establish
monte of our States We deny the right
of the general government to dictate the
kind of labor that we shall employ In
our manufacturing establishments
