Edsall found that taking typhoid patients
from a diet of pasteurized milk and sub-
stituting raw milk saved lives from per-
foration and hemorrhages. Drs. Dukes.
Sunderiand, Coleman, and Coutts have
reported epidemics of scurvy occurring
in Europe from the indigestion of pas-
teurized milk. The evidence that milk
commerciaily pasteurized is damaging is
overwhelming. There is a greater mass
of evidence which proves that milk pro-
dnced from clean, healthy cows. in“a
sanitary barn, cooled in a few minutes
to below 45 degrees, and kept on ice,
will keep longer and be more wholesome
than ordinary unclean milk pasteurized
In any' manner.
