FIGHT OVER NAVAL BILL.

Houxe Agrees to Conference Report
by Clese Vote,

It required a stubborn fight to carry
the conference report on the naval ap-
propriation bil]l through the House yes-
terday.

The opposition was led by Chairman
Tawney, of the Appropriation Commit-
tee, and ChalrmAn Hul, of the Military
Cémmittee.

Especially obnoxious to Mr. Tawney
was the provision for the increase of the
Marine Corps, and the appropriation
which the bill carried, which he elaimed,
created a deficlency.

Opposition to the pay schedules devel-
oped, not on the general proposition of
an increase, but on account of computa~
tions made by Representatives, from
which they figured that the navy was
being better compensated than the army
in corresponding grades. Another point
| of dissension was the additional 10 per
cent pay allowed the naval officers
while on sea duty.

WITHOUT LEGAL AUTHORITY

Quotes Military and Civil Law to
Sapport This Contention—~Execu-
tive in Letter Denies Right of Con~
gress to Interfere, and Declares
He Wil] Act Same in Similar Cases,

In lauguage that teemed with Irony,
in the use of which he is past masier,
Senator Isidor Rayner, of Maryland, ar-
raigned the President of the United Sta es
ecterday for the treatment he had given
Col. Willlam F. Stewart a vetéran officer
of the army.

Floor and galleries of the Senate cham-
ber were crowded for the period of the
Senator’'s speech and close attention was
given throughout the development of his
argument that President Roosevélt had
violated the Constitution and the laws in
exiling this old soldier to an ungarrisoned
post in an Arizona desert without a trial
or even a hearing.

Mr. Rayner's address was in support
of his resolution for a court ef inquiry
to investigate the charges against Col.
Stewart. He showdd that the resolution
was exactly similar with the exception of
one word to a resolution enacted in the
Forty-third Congress concerning Gen. O.
O, Howsard. That resolution had been
obeyed by the Executive, Other prece-
dents were cited in support of Mr. Ray-
ner's - contention that the legislative
branch of the government had the right
to insist that an officer of the army be
granted justice.

In the course of his remmarks, Mr. Ray-
ner had the clerk.read tne l-tter which
he had received from Pragident Roose-
velt detailing the reasons why Col Stew-
art had been exiled to Arizona. It was a
réemarkable letter, in which Mr. Roosevelt,
in reference to Col. Stewart, used such
terms as “‘grossly unfit.,” “a nuisance to
the service,” “temperamentally unfit to
exercise command.”

The President then narrates stories of
quarrels between Col. Stewart and civil-
fans, and adds:

{ "“These are only some among the In-
| stances eof Incompetency and tempera-
mental shortcomings which were brought
to the attention of the department.”” Yet
Gen. Frederick D, Grant is quoted as
saying that “Col. Stewart's temperamen-
tal shortcomings caused him to Irritate
those around him, and the only way to

Jimit the defect was to get rid of the
jrritant.” Then general officers of the
army are guoted as saying that Col,

Stewart should be offered the -alternative
of rellef from command or retirement,

The President says that it was on the
advice of Gens. Grant, Duvall, Davis, and
Murray that Col. Stewart wgs sent to
Fort Grant, where, Mr, Roosevelt adds,
“there are no enlisted men or junior offi-
cers over whom Col. Stewart can tyran-
nize, but few civililans with whom he
can quarrel, and no officer of superior
rank to which command he might, to the
great detriment of the army, some day
succeed.”

court ¢ Inquiry could be of use, for I do
not see how any court of inquiry would
éxpress an opinion to which 1 should pay
more heed than to the judgment of Gens.
Wade, Grant, Murray, Duvall, and
Davis, in accordance with whose recom-
mendations I huve acted. You say it is
only by a cour” of inquiry that we ‘could
ascertain the truth or untruth of the
charges.’ 1 feel that the truth of the
charges has been established beyond the
possibility of upsetting by the reports
quoted in the body of my letter.

“The case is absolutely clear; nothing
would more quickly destroy all discipline
in the army than continually to grant
courts of Inquiry to contentlous, ineffi-
cient, or disobedient officers, whose mis-
conduct is already proved beyond. the
possibility of rebuttal. Baseless requests
for such courts are continually made by
offenders of contentious disposition. It
would be highly undesirable to grant
them.

He Claims Full Power,

“lI do not understand your allusion to
a joint resolution by Congress. Such
measures as those taken in this case are
purely within the scope of the Presi-
dent's duties and authority. The course
followed In this case is the course which
wili hereafter be followed to the great
benefit 6f the army, in all such cases;
letters to this effect have already been
addressed to the commanding officers of
the several departments.”

At the outset of his speech Mr. Rayner
diselalmed any hostility to President
Roosevelt or any partisan purpose. “I
think,” he sald, “that the President has
made a mistake; that he has again fallen
into a grave error in regard to the ex-
tent of his prerogative under the laws
of the country.” He called attention to
the fact that no charge was made against
Col. Stewart when he was given the al-
ternative of retiring from the army or
being exiled to Fort Grant. Commenting
on a letter from Col, Stewart, in which
the officer claimed he should have been
given a hearing, Mr. Rayner said, with
evident sarcastic intent:

“The colonel is mistaken. Under this
administration everybody is presumed to
be guilty unless they are proven inno-
cent. The maxim is reversed. He was
laboring under a delusion when he sald
that in law a person is presumed innocent
until proven guiity.”

Would “Request” a Trial,

Mr. Rayner took up the precedent in the
case of Gen. Howard, and showed that
Conkling, Summer, Morrfll, Logan, and
Thurman participated in the debate., The
result, he sald, was the passage of a
resolution identically in the terms of the
Rayner resolution, wity one slight cor-
rection, which he would make. He was
wiilling, he sald to change his resclution
&0 as to "request” instead of “direct” the
President to order a court of inquiry to
investigate charges against Col. Stewart.

Frequent references were maus in Presi-
dent Roosevelt's letter the “‘punish.
ment” of Col. Stewart, and pointing to
these Mr. Rayner said

“There is no such thing in the military
jurisprudence of the United States. The
authorities are all against it, and 1 will
refer the Senate presently to a whole

most serene and placid Presidential epoch
that we have ever been blessed with In
the annals of this country.”

Ne Precedent for Practice,

In conciusion, Mr. Rayner sald:

“In all the days of the common law,
gince the star-chamber process passed
into oblivion, no precedent can be found
for such a practice. If we have a mili-
tary code in this country that permits,
without a hearing, the humiliation of an
officer of the army, that strips him of his
eommand without notice of his alleged
delinquency, that, without a charge
against his character or his courage or
his honor, can banish him to saolitary
exile, and offer him the alternative of re-
tirement or acceptance of this punish-
ment, if he can be driven from one aban-
doned post to another, and when hg asks
for the charges that have been "made
against him, can be denied the right to
have any information upon the subject—
if this is the law of the land, then the
Jaw of the land is a disgrace to the land,
and ought tc be obliterated from the
statute books, and 1 venture to say that
if this be its true interpretation, it is
an instrument of despotism that has no
counterpart among any other people
claiming to be civilized, or under any
other government purporting to be free.”

Thig reflection resulted from a state-
ment made some time ago, and accredited
to Commissioner Morrow, in which he
said he did not belleve Brennan, and did
not think Brennan belleved himself.

Talk of a Trump Card,

That the Brennan faction had some
trump card up their sleeve was evidenced
early in the afternoon, when Attorney
Douglas, representing the complainant,
called Maj. Morrow to task for the man-
ner in which he was handling one of the
witnesses, and, iollowing on the heels
of this, he said:

“If the Commissioners will subpoena
witnessés, a list of whom we will fur-
nish, we will prove distinctly and to your
complete satisfaction corruption on the
part of Mr. Fernald.”

He & went
to Fernald, and latter the ex-
pression referred t and used it on sev-
eral subsequent occasions when asked
why Brennan was not,getting any work.
Meaning of “Chinchy.”

He was asked what the word “chinchy™
meant, and he said It was "niggardly.”
Later, when Commissioner Macfarland
asked him about the word “chinchy.
Breanan said the definition “niggardiy.”
as given by him, had been taken from
the dictionary,

When asked what his reasons were for
bringing about the investigation, he said
it was his desire 10 stop conditions which
were not accerding to law, and that as

He then took the reins in his haopds, and
gaid: T think the Commissioners should
caneel the contracts that have been let
in this manner. 1 think if these con-

He then referred to the statement of
Maj. Morrow regarding Brennan's verac-
ity, and said that was another reason he
had preferred the charges, as he wanted
to be vindicated.

Returning then to his relations with
Fernald, when he found that the brick
work of a contract was to be given to
another, he said he went to Fernald, and
the latter informed him that the Dis-
trict would put brick where it pleased,
and that Cranford would geét the work,
and Brennan none of it. Brennan said
he then pressed Fernald for a reason for
this apparent discrimination, and the lat-
ter sald;: “You are too chinchy, and don't
put up anything, nnd you won't get any
work.”’

Gave an Interpretation,

Commissioner Macfariand asked gren-
nan what hig interpretation of these re-
marks were, and Brennan replied: “"Well,
i thought it was a hold-up, but Wash-
ington, D. C., looked good to me and
Moundsvilla did not, and I determined to
stay right here and not put up & doliar.”

This caused a laugh, in which the Com-
missioners, and, in fact, every one in the
room, joined. When asked by Corporation
Counseél Thomas, who represented the
District at the hearing, why he had not
reported the matter to the Commissioners
atethe time, Brennan said that in his
vears ol experience in the contracting
line, he had found it the best policy to
keep quiet on such matters as long as
possible.

Later, it was brought out that he had
informed Commissioner West of the mat.
ter, but that he had not thought the in-
formation conveyed in an official man-
ner, as it was merely in conversation.

Following the testimony of Brennan,
Attorney Douglag said that, as far as he
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was econcerned, his case was closed, but
that if the Commissioners ‘desired to
probe the matter thoroughly, and not
make a farce of it, he could furnish them
some mighty interesting witnesses.”

The hearing was called to order at 10
o'clock by Commissioner Macfarland, who
sald it had been arranged so the Bren-
nan Company could formaily present
their charges and the Commissioners
could see that justice would be done to
all concerned. He then referred to the
Fernald case briefly, and said:

“If there is any reason for separating
any one else from the District service,
the Commissioners want to know it, and
whatever the facts may be, they want

He testified that
while the eriginal contract only called
for alout $78,000 worth of work, that since
then the Commissioners had ordered ap-
proximately $350,000 worth of work, and
that about §$200,000 had been given the
Cranford company.

Mr. Davig' testimony consumed the en-
tire morning session, and was largely of
a technical nature.

The first witness in the afternoon was
Edward B. Johnson, a superintendent of
the Brennan company. He testified as to
remparks made by Fernald about the
company not getting work because it
was too “chinchy,” and also along the
line of bids made by the Brennan com-

The  latter read a
lenthy statement, in which he dented that
favoritism was shown. He said the en-
gineers had deemed it advisable te divide
the work, so a8 to keep the Cranford
Company in operation, and thus afford
competition in the District. He also fur-
nished several pagee of figures, which,
he sald, would prove conclusively that in
every instance where a bid had been
awarded the Cranford Company they
were the lowest bidders. Attorney Doug-
jas, for the complalnant, announcad he
would like to look over the statement
and figures before opening the crosgs-ex-

The list of witnesses which Brennan de-
ires called will be furnished the Com-
missioners this morning, and subpoenas
will be issued for them. There are only
three outside of the engineers’ office, and
their names were not divulged.

Allege No Competition,

The allegations of the Brennan Com-
pany are to the effect that a large por-
tion of street work, which, under com-
petitive bid, should have fallen to them
as the loweet bidder, was awarded to the
Cranford Company; that the latter com-
pany has been awarded ®work without
competition and that, altogether, the
Brennan company has been diseriminated
against, much to the detriment of the in-
terests”of the company.

Charles Fernald Is at presént sick in
bed, but the Commissioners hope he will
be sufficiently well to appear at the hear-
ing when It is resumed Friday morning.
