Paver Report Will Say

WMtther the louse committee which
ha for the past few weeks been investi-
gating the cost to publishers of print
paper and wood pulp will make
recominendations far Congressional nctkm
has Mot yet boon determined

The report of the committee however
which will probably bo made to the House
today will show It Is understood Unit
no evidence of any paper trust has beer
produced nor has any testimony been
forthcoming to show that the tariff Is
responsible for the high rates on the two
comiiHMlUlflft mentioned

The high price of paper nod wood pulp
which have worked a hardship on many
publishers recently the lieu
deckled are due net to a combination IP

restraint of trade but to the increased
cost of pulp wood attd tho Increase la
wages accompanying the high tkty of
the prosperity of the last year

The report will show It is understood
that within a comparatively short time
the price of print paper has fallen owing
to the financial depression Ute conseonaht
loss of advertising carried in newspapers
and Uie incidental reduction of the
amount of paper necessary

The report IB now in the hands of the
printer ahd will likely be made public
today The tariff Is not blamed at all
for the high prices

By an overwhelming voto tho House
yesterday afternoon declined to pass the

I11 recently roportod from the Commit-
tee on Appropriations authorizing the
expenditure of 400000 for the acquisition
of additional land for Rock Crook Park

The voto resulted iffl to 5G but It was
plainly evident long before the roll emU

was taken that there was little hope for
Its passage In spite of Chairman Taw
neys admirable effort to show good cause
why Congress should put chase tho land
lit question now

Mr Tawnoy was In fact tho principal
otator In advocacy of the Mil although
Representatives Oloott Of the District
Committee and Gardner of the Appro-
priations Committee also spoke in bdhalf
of its adoption

Should Buy Lund
Mr Tawnoy contended that the gov-

ernment would do well to buy this land
which is assessed at 576CO an acre He
said that tho owners of the property
have assorted that If Congress tails to
tako up the option at this session no
similar opportunity to purchase at such
a price will bo given

Mr Olcott and Mr Gardner both con-

tended that Congress should obtain this
land now when It can be purchased at
a comparatively reasonable figure It Is
necessary and should be secured for
tho addition to Rock Creek Park

Representatives Bartholdt Sherlcy
Fitzgerald and Andrus all were opposed
to the bill If was stated by these mem-
bers that several rears ago this property
would have cost JoeOOO and that thor
the northwestern port of Massachusetts
venue had not been developed as at pres-
ent

Consequently It was shown when tho
owners had reduced the price by 300000
after improvements had been made in the
neighborhood It is quite believable that
still further reductions In price may be-
Qxpctod

In closing the argument Mr Tawnoy
said that in his opinion the government
might as well buy the land now bocaim
there would be so much pressure brought-
to boar upon Congress ultimately that it
would practically be driven to make Ute
purchase and then perhaps make it at
a burger figure

Action IH Flnnl
This action of the Houses puts Ute fins

quietus upon this subject seed spoils the
hopes of C C Glover who aftioarad no
tore tho subcommittee of the Appropria-
tions Committee which reported the bill

It was Mr Glovers testimony before
