adoption by the Jacobites of this flower
as the emblem of tile pretender to whose
service they were secretly sworn It was
the rose which was especially af-
fected by the Stuarts and the pretenders
birthday the 10th of June was for long
known as the White Rose Day much
as Primrose Day Is now definitely as-

his forehead produced white roses But
an older tradition is given by Sir John
Mandevllle It is that of Zillah the
beauteous maiden of Bethlehem who
being falsely accused was to

horned alive At the stake the flames
passed over her and shriveled up her

sprang up a garden of roses red where
the lire had touched and white where it
had passed

The lily symbolizes purity and ac-
cording to one legend It spring from

lily or lotus as a protection against env-
chantment and Judith to said to have
worn a wreath of when she went t
visit Hofofemec by way of counteractiv
charm The lily te often associated with
the sword of justice and both the Do-

minicans and the Cistercians held It in
high honor Tradition says that tbe lily
was adopted by the French kings because-
it was the emblem of rarity and closely
associated with both Christ and Solomon

One old legend bus it that after one of
the great battles of the Crusaders the
French banners were found covered wit
lilies According to others the Ftourde
lye to merely a corruption of Pfeurde
Luce or FlewdeLoute and was not a
lily at all but the purple iris which
Louis VII adopted for his emblem on his
departure for k the Holy Land On the
other hand there is a legend that a shield
of azure bearing the device of
golden lilies was presented by an ang 1

to Clothilde the wife of Clovis and it is
claimed that the lily has been the tn
national emblem since the time of that
sovereign

Clover Resembles
It te probable that the association of

good luck with the fourleaved dover
arose from its fancied resemblance to ti
cross Support Is given to this hypothesis
by the traditional origin of the shamrock
as the badge of Ireland The treefoil is
called shamrakh In Arabic and wait
held sacred in Persia And it te remark-
able that Pliny says the trefoil te aa anti
dote against the bits of snakes and scor-
pions

With the emblem of ScoUand4he this-
tle there are not many classIcal associa-
tions and active superstitions but yet it
Is not devoid of folklore The ortgta of
the name thistle te probably Scandina-
vian Del associated with Thor The
plant was at any rate sacred to tho
Scandinavian god and was believed by
the old Vikings to receive the eoter of the
lightning into its blossom which there-
upon became endowed with high curative
and protective virtues The author
