In that letter Mr Gibboney denied that
any money over had reached him and
offered If McNlchol could prove his case
to aid him in every manner possible As
soon as tho allegations In JIcNlchols let-
ter to Gibboney became known Kauf
mann had a warrant sworn out against
McNlchol accusing him of criminal libel
