The name of Bishop KInsolvIng has
been mentioned as one to be put into
nomination sooner or later if Bishop
Bronts decision ie final There are two
Bishops Kineolvlng brothers ono of
Toxas and the other of Brazil It is the
Bishop of Brazil who may be nominated-
It was In Washington In IMS that the
house of bishops appointed the Rev
Lucion Lee Kinsolvlng to be the Bishop
of Southern Brazil The choice was note
worthy because Mr Kinsolvlng was the
choke of his own fellowlaborers then
in the mission MId the bishops prac-
tically taking the man recommended to
them Kinsolvlng was consecrated
Januarj 1SH in St Bartholomews
Church New York

Concerning Mr Klnsolvlngs brother
who having just been consecrated Bishop
of Texas was attending as such the gon
oral convention which met in Baltimore
in ISsS and whose appearance was highly
suggestive of Buffalo Bill a small boy
said to him just outside the house of
bishops

The convention meeting Wednesday
will likely show several changes in mem-
bership Archdeacon Williams and Rev
Messrs Thomas and Brayshaw who all
sat and voted will not then be present
So also some of the laymen are expected-
to be absent notably Mr Melville
Church who is a member of the stand-
Ing committee and whose professional
duties have called him out of town

On the other hand some new members
chiefly clerical and the lay represent-
atives accompanying them will be In
the new convention Of these particu-
larly are the Rev H G England assist
ant of Rock Creek Parish Church and
Mr W Lewin his lay delegate also
Frederick Shears rector of Broad Creek

There is an Ides abroad that only the
members of the convention of May 6 can
sit as members of the convention of June
If a the latter is simply an adjourned
meeting of the former gathering But it
Is thought that It will be very difficult
In fact Impossible to refuse to recognize
the diocesan citizenship of those who
have satisfied all the conditions called for
by the canons now or adjourned con-

vention to the contrary notwithstanding

A clergyman moving from one diocese
to another acquires citizenship in his new
diocese in six months time It h comes
canonlcally transferred presents his pa-

pers and Is properly received and
name duly enrolled Coming from

Canada or any place outside of the
United States the term Is twelve months
But when the prescribed time has ex-
pired no convention in the country can
refuse the diocesan franchise to its now
citizen who has fulfilled the conditions
laid down by the whole church
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In view of the convention the secretary-
of the committee on hospitality Rev G
Froeiand Peter has issued a general in-

vitation through tho clergy to the mem-
bers of the various city parishes to pro-
vide entertainment for the visiting clergy
from the country districts
