UNCLE SAM WILL ECONOMIZE
TO MAKE UP FOR THE DEFICIT

Falling Off in Customs and Internal Kevenue
Causes Shortage of About $60,000,000.

Uncle Sam s about to turn over a new
leaf. new fiscal
year, and is approximately $60,000,000 short
in ready change. The effect has been an
acute attack of economy.

{ ernment for the present fiscal year have

been $80,763,758.89, while the expenditures

have been $653,750,755.61, showing a def-
felt of $62,986,996.72.

This deficit will probably be r:duced to
about $60,000,000 by June 30, the close of
the vear, but even at that the figures are
rather startling. Instead of a deficit, the

Treasury last year accumulated a $83,222,-
%1 surplus.

Just how the difference arose between
the two years is set forth in yesterday's
Treasury statement. For instance, last
year, the customs receipts were $330,283, -
481, while this fisca]l year they are only
$282,791,751, a shortage of nearly $50,000,000.
Internal revenue receipts also fell off
about $20,000,000. The other side of the
ledger shows a general increase in ex-
penditures, practically all along the line,

Treasury officials say that the detficit
Is due entirely to unsettled business con-
ditions, not only in this country, but all
over the world.
