Summed up the West is superior to
the East St Louis and Cleveland also
handed the four invading clubs alt they
wanted and more But the Tigers failed
to grasp their opportunity It was not

Chicago led In winning with St Louis
second Cleveland third and Detroit last
Boston was the surprise doing better
than any of th Eastern clubs by win-
ning seven and losing nine

Albert Brown Condemned Negro
Resigned to His Fate

Be Hanged nt District Jail Bc-

tivccn Hour of 10 oclock
and 2 oCloclc Today

Seated quietly in his cell at the district
jan Albert Brown who is to die on the
scaffold this morning for the murder of
Harvey Brown his brother spent Isle
anal hours upon earth In a peaceful
manner All through the night he prayed-
in company with Revs John Roberta and
William J Harris

Both ministers stayed with the con-

demned man all night and read and sang
hymns to remove his thoughts trout the
ordeal through which he will pass this
morning

Brown is resigned to his and has
not tat his selfcontrol since the sen-

tence of death was imposed upon him
Behind the Iron screen at the top of

the stairs leading to the tier of cells
known as Murderers Row Brown
participated in the noon services yester-
day Contrary to expectations he did
ROt address the band of Christian work-
ers and visitors assembled

In compliance with the doomed mans
request the prison workers sang his fa-

vorite hymns Heavens Sunlight
Mothers Prayer and Calvary
Richard Gregory and Ducky Holmes

prisoners in the same section of the jail
with Brown assisted in comforting him
and were alUfwed to spend several hours
in his cell

Although Brown lies not committed
himself with regard to the crime for
which he was sentenced to die K hi ex-

pected he win make a brief speech upon
the scaffold today

The death warrant will be read to Ute
prisoner early this morning and shortly
before is oclock he wilt walk in com-

pany with his spiritual adviser to the
death chamber According to the sen-
tence imposed by Justice Stafford Brown
will be hanged between the hours of H-

and 2 oclock t

Thompson is the father of two chUdreu
both girls and small as regards height
In fact they are Although nearly
of age they are only about three feet
tallP P Craft te connected with Luna
Park He is In fact tho man who writes
and circulates vivid advertisements aad
sees to it that there are always freaks
and amusements to attract the surplus
coin of the passing throng

Craft heard of the dwarfs He investi-
gated and found one was under contract
with Barnum Baileys circus and the
othjr was In Washington He made over-
tures to the father A contract was drawn
up and signed The paper specified that
Thompson was to allow his daughter
Gertrude Thomson alias the Princess
Ferrarro of DIar Diego Hawaii to be
placed on exhibition at Luna Park for
six months A handsome salary was
flxod and an advance of 535 was made to
the father

The princess was to have appeared at
tho park on Friday night She failed to
appear Her Attendants also failed to
appear Craft then held counsel with
other promoters of the amusement park
and finally paid a visit to Thompson-
He was told Thompson had signed a
contract with an amusement company in
Trenton N J for his daughter to ex-
hibit Craft begged pleaded threatened
but to no purpose He called at police
headquarters and received advice Yes-
terday he called and secured a warrant
charging false pretenses

The warrant was served by Detectives
Barbee and Vermillion It was learned
that the girl had been shipped to Tren-
ton with her nurse and attendant

Craft and other promoters are angry
The widely advertised princess is gone
There is a gayly decorated palace stand-
ing vacant and glaring signs telling of
her coming are causing large throngs to
gather In front of what was to have been
hor domicile In view of these circum-
stances the promoters are determined to
do something

They are going to have that princess
even If an injunction or writ of attach-
ment or some other kind of legal paper
Is needed to get her
