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HUNT FOR FOURTOED HORSE

By FREDERIC J HASKIN

While the majority of Americans are
vacations at seashore or moun-

tain or pretending that they are cool
and comfortahle in their own darkened
homes start wise men are goinc
carefully over the hllla and Valleys of
Wyoming in of a fourtoed horse
They do not travel with lasso and run-

ning noose expecting to bruit In aa
does the Texas cowboy who ropes a
wild mustang Neither TV they crate
him or send him home In a joking cattle
or harms car Nor will they put In

a aootf he Is found They hunt for him
with plcjc and shovel in the edges of
overhanging cliffs or far below the sur-
face of the earth They will bring Win

back in a bout that would be much too
small for a Merry Wow hat each part
of him carefully ftxed in a matrix He
will be put in a museum in a glass case
and he who runs may read that this is a
rare and wonderful thing whose price te
above rubles For you sets he died some-
thing over OOQan years ago before the
dawn of the history of mankind in the
world when this continent was still ia
the making

This work i In charge of one of the
three expeditions that the American Mu-

seum of Natural History of New York
is sending out for summer service in the
West The tint of these expeditions has
gone to Nebraska to study the fossils of
the Miocene period and bring home the
remains of mammals that nourished a
million years ago The party which Is
to leave next month will head for Mon-

tana and look for fossils of a period of
4WOWO years ago the specific object
being the acquisition of the complete re-

mains of the horned dinosaur which they
hope to install in the recently StEed
dinosaur room of tbe museum There is
yet no complete specimen of this fossil

The party which left recently
Is the one that expects to look for a
fourtoed blares seal also for its descend-
ant the threetoed horse

A few years ago these Wyoming beds
yielded to enthusiastic paleontologists the
fossil remains of a tiny animal about the
WIle of a fox terrier Its frost feet
snowed four distinct toes hind feet
three And this proved to be the remote
ancestor of the horse of today Frag-
ment by fragment bone by bone dust by
dust these men of science worked out
the supposed shape color and of
this tiny hoses and through the gen-
erosity of Pierpont Morgan were able to
make a little plaster animal that repre-
sented the possible appearance of the
Protoblppus This model stands in the
museum in the same alcove with a

As the trees receded and the grass
came the descendant of the little Pro
tohippus too changed The feet hard
e ned to suit the firmer soil the legs grew
longer and the heels higher to allow
to swing over greater distances and
neck grew longer to show him to reach
