A horse to move forward at
ail must thrust at the earth and the chief
force of this forward thrust comes from
his hind legs. If the chief weight is just
over or close to the thrusting power
naturally it diminlshes its efiiclency; in-
stead of thrusting the horse forward a
portion of it is wasted in lifting the
weight of the jockey at every stride.
