WANTS WIRELESS ON SHIPS

Representative Burke Introduces
Bill to Protect Passengers

Jack Bhtac wireless message from the
Republic that probably saved hundreds
of human lives may be herd around the
world as a result of a movement started
hi Congress yesterday by Representative
Burke of Pennsylvania One of the pas-
sengers aboard the Republic was Reuben
Miller a wealthy Ptttsbar mina who
was accompanied by his family

Mr Miller was so much impressed
with the practical utility of the wireless
as demonstrated hi the case of the
wrecked Republic that he appealed to
Mr Burke to inaugurate aa international
Movement that would result hi the pas-
sage of laws alt pastcngtr-
carrymg vessels to be equipped with
wireless telegraphy He wired Mr Burke
as follows

I was on the wrecked Republic and
had it not been for the wireless and the
relief k brought to us I feel sure all
would have been lost Could you not
start an international movement to com
pel vessels carrying passengers to equip
themselves with wireless telegraphy

Mr Burke thereupon introduced a WIt
which he hopes will attract the attention-
of foreign legislative bodies It requires
all vessels carrying fifty passengers or
more going OB Journeys of it miles or
more to be equipped with wireless

wireless the bill provides shall be re-
fused admission to American ports

DROPPED INTO THE SEA

Smoot Gives Interesting Story
of Republic Disaster

Wrecked in one of the worst sea dis
asters of receat years Mrs John D
Smoot and her daughter Miss Julie P
Snoot who were ahead the Republic
when It was rammed by the Italian
steamier the Florida are back hi Wash-
ington

They were accompanied front New York
by Mr Smeet who went there as
as he heard of the catastrophe and
waited until the Baltic came hi with its
freight of rescued passengers

The two women have thrilling story
to tell of their experiences They are
entirely free of the hysteria that might
be expected In the circumstances how-
ever sad beyond the necessity of

fresh wardrobes and another at-
tempt to reach Europe they show ao
traces of what they have gone through

They speak especially of the presence
of mind shown by the crews and

and the lack of confusion The
officers acted automatically and their
orders were immediately obeyed Fol
lowing their removal to the Florida
which was easily made they were forced
to sit on the top of a cabin because all
other available space was occupied They
remained there nearly all Saturday with-
a single rope stretched around to keep
theta rom falling into the sea

The passage to the Baltic was attended
by greater difficulties say Mrs and Miss
Smoot It was trade at 2 oclock Sunday
morning The sea was running high and
the men manning the life boats from
the Florida were unable to understand
the orders gives them by officers of the
Baltic as they approached Mrs Smoot
fell partially Into the water as she
jumped from the gunwale of the life boat
to catch the ladder

Their treatment aboard the Baltic they
say was most considerate Staterooms
were given up to them and everything-
was done to make them comfortable

Richmond Va Jan 26 The Supreme
Court ef the State of Virginia today re-

fused the petition of the railways asking
for aa appeal rem the decision of the
State corporation commission fixing the
passenger rate for interstate traSc si
2 cents ps mile

The United States Supreme Court on
appeals reversed the findings of the Fed-

eral Circuit Court on the question of
Jurisdiction in the opinion handed
down that the railways had proceeded
wrongly In appealing the Federal Court
direct that they should have sought

from the Supreme Court of the
State

This decision states however that in
the event the tee Matt in which the ap-

peal might have been taken lees expired
thou the decision rendered by Judge
Jeter Pritcnard in the United States
Circuit Court must be aSrmed Judge
Pritcfaard granted the application of tfce
railways for an injunction restraining the
State corporation comarissloa from en-

forcing the 2cent propaganda
Inasmuch as the limit for appeal

has expired and the Supreme Court bas
refused to grant the petition for appeal
then it appears that the corporation com-

mission cannot BOW enforce the Scert
rate The case must now go to tn
United States Circuit Court oft Appeals
for a hearing oa its merits w

Under aa agreement entered tat be-

tween the railways and the State the car-
riers cannot charge more than the cent
rate until after the question has reached
a finality in the highest court of the lead
