CUIBERSOK PBOHISES SPEECH

Special Message Mr Rooaevelt
Transmits 3Iass of Cqrreapondeace
Relating to Refining Companys

President Roosevelt yesterday respond-

ed to the Senate resolution introduced
by Senator Culberson of Texas and
adopted January 22 calling upon the At
torney General for Information regarding
the alleged action of the socalled sugar
trust In dominating the Pennsylvania
Sugar Refining Company-

In formal special message to the
Senate the President transmitted a mass
of correspondence that had passed

George H Earle jr of Philadel
phia receiver of the Real Estate Trust
Company and President Roosevelt and
latter between Mr Earle and William H
Moody then Attorney General and his
successor Charles J Bonaparte

The correspondence shows that Air
Earle first appealed to the President in
a letter dated September 2U 1206 pointing
out what he conceived to be a criminal
conspiracy on the part of officers of the
American Sugar Refining Company com-
monly known as the Sugar Trust to
violate the Sherman law by closing down
the plant of he Pennsylvania refinery

In Mr Earles opinion this action had
more to do with the failure of the Real
Estate Trust Company than the loans
made to Adolph Segal the promoter

Turned Over to Moody
The President turned the case over to

the Department of Justice and the corre-
spondence shows that after Mr Moody
had wrestled with It for e lime he passed
the matter on to Mr Bcaparte who took
the ground that the la AT had not beea vio-

lated and cited the xlslon of the United
States Supreme Court in United States vs
E C Knight Company

Mr Earle insisted that the Knight case
did not apply to the situation but aaally
after quoting many authorities he closed
thfe incident in a lettter dated April B
1907 in which he declared he would rent
the case with the people The Attorney
General took no action in the courts

It Is evident from the Presidents mes
sage that be intends to adhere to the
position taken by him in answering the
Senates Inquiry for information about
the acquisition of the Tennessee Coal and-
