NNTPAL BANQUET IS HELD

HaJ Sylvester Deplore Lack of Sat
ilcient Men Properly to Protect the
City Miss Thomas Declares that
Women Should Not Longer Be Kept
in Background Congress Listens

Approval of the progress made by the
District of Columbia in the past fifteen or
twenty years the prevailing

expressed at the fourth annual ban
quet of the North Washington Citizens
Association last night at the RIggs House

White a good many figures and facts
were quoted to show that the olty has
made wonderful strides practically every
speaker added that many reforms are
needed Especially was this true of the
speech made by MaJ Richard Sylvester
superintendent of police who deplored the
lack of a numerically efficient police
torte

The principal speakers of the evening
were Canners Henry B F Macfar
laadfaad Henry I West and Maj Sylves-

ter Other speakers were Miss Grace
Thomas Lewis M Miller clerk to the
House Committee on District Affairs and
Dr William Ttodall secretary to the
Board of District Commissioners

Introduces 3Iacfarland
Edwin A Niess president of the asso-

ciation presided as toastmaster Follow
lug a few words of welcome he intro
duced Commissioner Maofarland who
said In part

We have forty citizens associations
recorded at the District Building where
the names of the officers of eli such as
sociatioBs should be registered These as-

sociations range in membership from un-

der tweatyave to over ait It Is estimated
that the total membership Is 1500

The Board of Trade and Chamber of
Commerce number over LOCO different in
dtvidoais These are not all the civic or
gaaizatione of the District They prove
nowever that ta proportion to the popu
hUtoa more men are engaged in civic ser
vice without money compensation than
anywhere else within my knowledge

For seventyeight years the District
people maintained the National Capital
area when they staggered under the bur
doa Since In the period of great
progress aad increasing expenditures
they paid half the expense while alt
the rest of their fellowcountrymen have
paW the other half Last year the Na-
tional Capital maintenance cost ps about
17 per capita and our e4teTvceuatry ea

7 cecta pet capita
Paid Full Share

Besides we have paid our full
share of internal and tariff taxes to the
Federal Treasury la evary national war
we have contributed more than our quota
of volunteers and in every national
calamity more thaa our Quota of
seriptieas Our outdoor charitable relief
system is entirely maintained out of our
pockets and a number of oar charitable
Institutions do not receive one dollar of
public moaey

The recordbreaking inauguration fes-

tivities of March 4 next which will
bring mm visitors to Washington will
only illustrate once more the public and
private hospitality which distinguishes
this Nations Capital whose door is al
ways open

We Commissioners who from the Dis
trict Building caR see all that is going
on are proud of the pebtfcspirited men
and women who are contributing so
largely to the progress of the National
Capital We are working on comprehen-
sive plans with the cordial cooperation
of all patriotic Americans to make this
la all respects the most perfect Capital

Answers Question
As the Cosamiooioaor was about to

his seat I J Matthews a member
of the association rose and asked the
prodding officer if it would be out of
order to mule a question Upon being as-

sured it would not be said
If It be true as of course it mast

be what Ute speaker says about the sat-
isfactory maaaer In which the citizens of
the District hive met their requirements
will the Commissioner please tell me why
It Is necessary to raise the taxes

To this Mr Macfarland replied There
Is BO reason I am happy to say

President Niess next introduced Com-

missioner West commenting upon the
wiseness of President Roosevelt In re-

appointing him to his position
Commissioner West compared the gov-

erning powers of Washington to those of
a large corporation saying the board of
control is represented by Congress and
the executive committee by the District
Commissioners He said during the past
deoade a remarkable advance in civic
administration nad been made not only
along humanitarian and idealistic lines
but also in the direction of more busi-
nesslike and eftdent conduct of mu
nicipal affairs

Commissioner West tiun went Into a
detailed comparison of the District gov-

ernment as against that of a private
corporation quoting many figures to show
expenditures and income and showed
that remarkable advances had been made
in the past ten years New and better
systems of disbursement were touched
upon and the present financial systera of
the government was dwelt upon at
length

The Business Side

In closing Mr West said
In thus emphasizing the business side

of the District I do not
minimize the high ideals toward which
we ought to strive It is essential that
our poor should be housed In sanitary
dwellings that our penal Institutions
should be conducted along lines which
the most advanced intelligence suggests
that the sunlight should flood the dark
and noisome alleys that children should
not be neglected sad that ample care
should be provided for the helpless sick

At the same time all these most
results will fall of accomplish-

ment It the corporation which Is to proS
them is not managed with the high

degree of business sense
Sylvester outlined organized police
from the time of its Inception In

France In MH down to the time
He told of the efforts of Napoleon in or-
ganizing a force and of the later efforts
in Great Britain of Robert Fcele and the
Duke of Wellington saying it was from
efforts of Bobble Peele that the London
oWe ame to be debited Bobble

He then told of the forces in this coun-
try and said that in Washington there
are jaany branches the park police
Capita police railway polices

police and many other branches
which to give the best and most efficient
service should combined under one
superintendent He said the District force
is well organized but Is short numer

so short that overwork is often
required ortte members-

In the District said Maj Sylvester
you are dealing with a Territory and not

a municipality There is not the same
comparison Washington Is made up of
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about eightyfive villages and towns that
In any State or Territory would be under
separate government

Many residents of different localities
protest against inadequate protection but
I can do nothing until Congress

for a larger force I sit In my
office and play game of checkers or
chess without the men to move It Is a
continual problem to shift the men and
supply as best I can the needs of the
various localities

With the men on annual leave on
sick leave and for other reasons absent
from duty the force Is cut down to about
400 men which number when divided into
three shifts leaves hardly 100 men on
duty in Washington at a time Nowhere
else has the force to deal with condi-
tions as they exist here and considering
their numbers tho Washington force has
done welL

Maj Sylvester was heartily applauded-
by the hanQueters when he resumed his
seat

An address full of reminiscences was
mado by Lewis M Miller of Michigan
He said the District government Is quite
different from any he has ever before
seen or heard of but being as It Is the
best way to have a finger in the govern
ing pie Is through the citizens associa-
tions and urged that all such organiza-
tions be liberally supported He said it
would be well for the associations to OM

represented before the House and Sen-
ate District committees

The closing address was made by Dr
William Tindall who told a few humorous
stories and spoke of the advances made
by the District In the pest decade

Addressed by Bliss Thomas
