valid She did not consider her condition
sexfetts until about two months ago when
the election for the bishopric of Washing-
ton was begun The excitement was too
much for her weakened condition and
the services of physicians were required

Dr Harrxbjirst Called
Dr H H Hawxfeerst was called and he

made an examination He found chronic
lung trouble from which Mrs Harding
had suffered for years and was seriously
affected by valvular heart troubte which
later bad set in Traces of another all
meats were evident and Dr E Baker was
sailed m consultation The physicians
left no device known to medical science
untried hut their efforts were unavailing
and the patients condition became stead
fly worse until yesterday afternoon when
she dosed her eyes for the last time

husband and children and three stepsis-
ters Mrs E G Love Mrs Rolf Crayke
ef Toronto and Miss Harriet Douglas of
New York

Mrs Harding was bora about fifty years
ago la New York City Site was well
educated and while young went to Ger
many where let years she studied
music It was shortly after her return
to this country that she met Dr Harding
He was then manager of a large linen

The acquaintance ripened Into
friendship which lasted through the
years the young merchant studied for
the ministry When Dr Harding ac-
cepted the position of assistant to Dr
J Sebastian Hodges rector emeritus of
St PanTs Episcopal Church Baltimore
the couple became engaged Shortly after
Dr Hardtag was railed to St Pauls
Church of Washington and on June
BK7 and Miss Prtadle were married
