New York Feb Cos Week

Improvement In the structure of
business is much more pronounced than
Improvement In the activity of business
While financial and political developments
both in Europe and the United States are
distinctly better the progress toward the
eagerly expected revival of trade Is slow
and especially in the Iron copper and
coal trades is disappointing Even as
it is railroad earnings for the first week
of February are only 01 per cent less than
in the corresponding week of 1006 and
are 134 per cent greater than last year

The decrease In bank clearings in New
York as compared with the correspopd
Ing week in 1906 is heavy per cent
this being attributable to the extreme
dullness of the security market but at
leading cities outside of New York there
is a gain of 92 per cent so that a large
volume of business Is being carried on

It is noteworthy as test of the
soundness of the trade situation

that the total liabilities of failure
to R G Dun Co during Janu-

ary were about 2000000 less than the
January average of the five preceding
years

Commercial failures this week in the
United States are 275 against 222 last
week 312 the preceding week and 394 the
corresponding week last year Failures
in Canada number 45 against 25 last
week 2S the preceding week and S3 last
year
