The bask principles of good citizenship-
are selfreverence selfgev
srnraent The earlier these principles are
Inculcated the better the standard of
citlzenshipso modern American altruism
believes and it Is demonstrating Its the-

ory la a most novel fashion It has
five small republics within

this great republic and bas ordained that
soverasneat of each little republic be

left airaest entirely in the bawds cf its
dtfaeas Sad who are Ute citizens of

these unique testitntfeas This Is the
most interesting point In the whole

schae They are all cbUdrea and they
are sec Ute very good chttdrea either
who have been carefully brought up and
been made aoaortoving aad Godfearing
all their lives These children are tits
ones that aa evercritical society might
bo willing to pronounce failures They are
the children whom parents have found
unmanageable whom juvenile courts
have found in need of better training
before the parole may be lifted whom
the board of childrens guardians have
decided to remove from Improper

New York Maryland Connecticut Mas-
sachusetts and CanTorate have each ORe

of these unique republics and the pros-
pects are that more will be created as
public Interest in the work is aroused
It is the belief of many progressive pen-
ologists that through the junior repeb
lies Ute best preventive and curative
means of crime in juvenilas will ulti-
mately be found The Maryland repub
lic known as the National Juvenile

is expected to shortly become the
model one for the nation and OB its
principles others win be built

The National Orator Republic is north
of Annapolis Junction in Maryland ac
cessible to both Waahhtgtoa and Balti-
more from which cities its population is
chiefly drawn It has 144 acres of good
farm tend the gift of the late MaJ
Charles Newbold In memory of his Httte
son In the midst of this fast is a
wooded knoll On this the buildings are
placed There are three goodsized build
tegs tbe hotel the boys hotel
and the school with the gymnasium above
It There are smaller auxiliary buttdfegs
such as the fait and printing oaice the
engine havoc the carpenter ad lack
smith shops the smokehouse stables
and ham The citizens now comprise
fiftyfour boys and two girls with

adult superintendents matrons and
teachers who have supervision ever
them
Tbee children live under laws

which titer themselves have enacted and
which they themselves enforce Their
laws are based OB those of the State of
Maryland aad their system of govern
ment is based oa that of the national gov-
ernment By popular vote they elect a
president and vice president every year
The president appoints a secretary of

a secretary of the treasury aa at
torney general a judge and the police
commissioners The police commissioners
In turn appoint the police and the judge
appoints the court ocials There Is a
general assembly for whose members all
citizens may vote TIle right of suffrage
Is extended to girls ia these unique re
publics and it has been claimed that
their Interest and integrity In the matter
of government and legislation are big
arguments for time extension of the

the grownup women of the big
outaWe

Every member of this republic must be
selfs pp rtiag The law is that he

smst erR his food he wae
have dotes mast earn the mosey to
buy tit So there are tanners black
gmithe carpenters painters cooks laun-

dry workers hustlers dairymen road
makers and dozens of other professions-
or trades ia the National Junior Repub-

lic Each worker earns a stated wage a
aa which is paid to him ia the coin
of his reate aiarateura money that is
exchangeable at the end of his stay for
good American money There can be no
loafers or idlers because there is law
against vagrancy The idler is promptly
arrested tried and put to work at itch
digging aad gives the plainest food Work
Is offered him and be may choose the
kind be likes but he must not idle away
his time Education is compulsory and
attendance for half of every school day
Is required For attending school each
clttsea is paid wages just as if he
working at some trade This institution
like the other four of its kind is sup
ported by private philanthropy though
more than once the matter has been
brought to the attention of Congress
asking that an appropriation be made for
Its support It is a big prevention against
crime mendicancy and iacompeteacy

There is no corporal punishment by the
officials of the republics The dtzeas
make the laws and their representatives
enforce them Stacking desertion fight
ing disorderly conduct and vagrancy are
the leading offenses Boy police arrest
the offenders a boy judge tries them be
fore a boy jury and If they are convict-
ed and condemned to pay the penalty r
their offense boy officers see that thy
are put into convict clothes of striped
bed ticking and put to work under boy
guards at bard labor

The first president of the National Jun-
ior Republic was the exleader of a tough
Bowery gang but the very gifts of lead
ership and energy that made him a hero
there were diverted Into sew lines with
betters Meals and be made a great

of his high position Even the
president in these republics is not Im-
mune from arrest This same first presi
dent was once seen to throw an empty
cigarette box into the grass Just after he
had signed the law that made cigarette
smoking aa offense An eagleeyed offl

secured the box summoned others
and they caught the suspected president
and sniffed his breath to determine If he
had been smoking The evidence so
gleaned seemed to indicate that he had
and he was tried Here comes the clev-
erness of the little fellows One found
out through a lawyer that according to
the Maryland law the smelling of the
breath caaaot be accepted as evidence
The boy offered this in his clients favor
and toe president was cleared He sobbed
aloud with relief did this young presi-
dent erstwhile outcast and street gamin
from th Bowery and became then and
there proud loyal citizen He has been
through college since then sad Is now
making his own way in the world

These republics arouse In their young
citizens certain characteristics that were
never accredited to them before But
who bad ever told them that a boy should
know the laws of his State Who ever
told them that they could Interpret these
laws or model Wee laws for their own
government Who had ever told them
that they could be selfrespecting and
selfsnpporttag had ever given
them positions of trust or had ever a-ppeal to the spirit of nobility that Is

in ev human being The re-
publics were the first to do It and when-
ever they havepiacsd confidence in these
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fellows boys of from twelve to twenty
one as a ule they have rarely found
that confidence abused

These citizens have had the same
problems to meet in their litttle republic
that the grownups have had to meet
ia the big one outside They have
wrestled with a fluctuating currency
they have mastered the creed of taxation
they have levied income and poll taxes
aad they have enacted proctective tariff
measures They have wrestled too with
the labor question Once in the George
Junior Republic of New York the young
citizens posted themselves on the New
Zealand eightnew system It seamed
particularly fine so the legislature met
and enacted a similar law The day it
went lute effect the republic arose at 53
the girls cooked breakfast and the boys
did their various tasks until dinner After
dinner they went to work again but
knocked off early in the afternoon At
supper time they assembled to find the
diningroom and kitchen empty with
never a crumb in sight The eighthour
law had applied also to the girls and
their domestic helpers A supperiess night
caused an extra session of the legislature-
to be cured early next day and the
obnoxious law was repealed

In theee republics certain boys lease
the hotels employ help and board the
others TJsueny there are three grades
of these hotels and ambition makes a fel-

low waRt to work hard enough to eat
at tbe best The merchants are ettteeas
and there has been little chance of a
monopoly of any one industry so far for
as in the case of the boy who cornered
the market in blacking aad charged
tweatyrfive cents a shine the legislature
promptly put a prohibitive tariff oa

blacking and the citizens of the republic
went with unshiaed shoes until tho

came to terms
A respect for the republic and the prin

ciples of honor and manliness that It
represents is somehow soon inculcated in
each citizen Perhaps it Is because he
has a pride in having helped to make it
At any rate boys who have deserted

more than once come back of their
awn will Recently one walked eighteen
miles to give himself up again to the boy
officers of the National Junior Republic
He had learned that vagrancy and inac-
tion were a disgrace and he preferred to
finish his course in the republic to going
to the bad on the outside

The junior republic bad its origin with
William R George of Freevitie N Y-

In ISM He had been taking boys and
girls from the New York slums to his
country home every summer where they
lived at the expense of the community
After four summers experience he
thought It all over The children were
learning to be selftsh and greedy They
were learning nothing else and there
were better things to know So Mr
George announced that all who ate or-

g clothes must work Of course there
mutiny but one by one the children

fell in with his Meas He had freely
administered corporal punishment with
little moral betterment So he instituted
trial by jury and appointed his worst
boy as sheriff to see that the decree of
the jury was carried out He found that
lawbreakers can be turned into the best
lawnwkerl that all the average bad boy
of the world needs b a chance to become
industrious Intelligent and helpful and
be meant his new Institution to offer that
chance

From the New York Republic alone 839

or wore boys and girls have gone out
into the world Of these eight have
failed and two or wee have not been
traced The rest have made good in col-

lege to university In business or in ag-

riculture And remember these repub
lics are composed of the incorrigibles the
drift wood of the child world A visitor
once asked a little girl la junior repub
lic What do you little citizens possess
that we olds persons do not And the
child answered Selfcontrol There is
a big Idea behind that answer
