about the city which has teen most ef-
fectually done the committee of wWch
William P Van WJckleJs chairman

The committee gave much time to pick-
ing out the sites and reference to au-

thorities to make sure that the sites and
the legends upon the markers are correct
As the result of this work visitors to the
Inauguration as they KB about the city
will read upon specially prepared tablets
certain historical legends which wilt In
form them of some important event or
that the spot where the marker rests was
the home of some person of eminence

The committee chose 190 of these places
in the city and 33 in the suburban terri-
tory To the list Is also appended the po-

sitions of the various statues of Wash-
ington which makes a very complete
list of historical buOdtngs spots and ar-
tistic works In the city of Washington
