He was so pleased with his entertain-
ment that be wrote to Samuel later
sending each of his girls a piece of
chintz and to Patty who bears the
name of Mrs Washington 5 guineas
with which to purchase something she
desires Another of this line Frederick
Taft served three years hi the army of
the colonies Daniel the third son of tile
original American Taft was the adviser
of the tows hi financial matters and was
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for many yeas the town treasurer
It was through him that the Taft fam-

ily flat showed its strength political
Daniel became an object of attack
against the leadership of the Tafts He
was moderator of the town meetings
and objection was made to Ids calling a
meeting without a formal warrant The

Louisa Tafts matronly affection
and love so impressed her big son that
be visited her every tone he had a
chance and during his enforced Journeys
about the country he was always sottcit-
oue as to her welfare During her ill-

When Secretary Tsft was ordered to

make his tour around the world he
wished to avoid It he felt be should stay
mean his mother Bat duty forced him to-
go and Louisa Taft died while her son
was abroad Just completing his world

Such is the fruit of tbe Taft genealogi-
cal tree It has been abundant and the
Taft descendants are scattered through
every State of the Union and their ac-
complishments would fin a volume

It has always been a prolific family
for five sons of the head of the American
brand had an average of ten children
each and some of their early descendants
had more than a score of children and
there was one Taft whom nobody seemed
to regard as unusual who left no less
than thirty children to perpetuate the
name which in the twentyseventh Presi-
dent of the United States promises to be-
come more famous than ever
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
