Devlin has not signed his 1009 contract
and last night said I am going to put-
a proposition up to McGraw which I
hope he accepts and venture to say
that should he do so the contract will
be something new to baseball Hero is
my proposition-

I have asked McGraw for more money
and he has refused saying that each year
since I have been with the Giants he
has banded me a salary raise and
each succeeding year I have fallen down
In some one department instead of Im
proving McGraw thinks that if I was
given a out instead of a raise I might
play better ball Of course I cannot see
it that way Here is what I propose
doing

I think I am worth 5250 more a year
but am willing to show that I can deliver
the goods so I will agree to hit for 260
or year I finished 363 I
will also agree to field for 959 last sea
son I lead the third baseman of the Na
tional League with 17 I will further
agree to steal thirty bases against twenty
of last year If I do all this he must
give me the increase and If I fall down-
I will cheerfully take a 5260 cut in ray
salary is not that a fair proposi
tion New Tatk fans need not worry
about signing for I will get into line
all right whether or not my proposition
Is accepted

Devlin would have reported two weeks
ago with other members of the New
York Nationals but tor the fact that his
being here in Washington was made im
perative by the recent death of his father
and a large estate to be settled Arthur
being named in the will as executor
With this work on his It was Im-
possible for him to get away sooner

The great third baseman just before
boarding a train last night said that the
New York management had threatened to
Impose a stiff fine for his failure to
