Colleges Realize Importance
of Sports More Than Ever

PROBLEM HAS BEEN TESTED

Intrinsic Worth of Atlicltlca Shown
when PemiKylvniiln College Turned
Down Offer of Cool million on Con

dition that One Phase of Sport Be
Dropped Mollycoddle Defined

Progressive college men of today hold
that It Is just as absurd to talk ef
eliminating tae side from an eflui
lateral triangle and sift have

j left as to talk of eltmiaatmg
athletics in nil its phases and dl

ivenltles from college and still have
i colleges left This way or may not be

We do know thin muck however

that many of the greater Institutions In

the East and the great Central West have
put this problem to the teat to have
the validity of the assertion wedded The
truth is that today you cannot find any
rfcognlaed college or university that
not in come respect or other toiler sib

for even the most conservative re-

lalize that It te incumbent upon the
Ifges to develop the phyaical as well as
the Intellectual gad moral side of young
men

Time was when the routine work of a
college course consisted merely tn a
strenuous and unswerving application to
study and outside of that life at college
simply meant nothing to the average
young man But we are glad to know
that such time and such ideas bare been
relegated to the trash basket of put
monastic conservatism and now there

dawned a new era the era of strenu-
ous application in athletics as well as in
the delusive pursuit of that still more ne-

luetve phantom which for the want of a
better name schoolmen have been
content to call dub the classics

One Inntnnuc IN Cited
That we may fully realise the intrinsic

value of athletics we need here cite one
instance only A seer years ago a certain
goodhearted oM Quaker ladytbey are
always goodhearted the Quakers are
offered a gift of a million ooOaVs to a
certain college On condition that said col
tote abolish one phase of athletics which
in her Innocent Quakerhearted opinion
she considered a crude form of barbarism

It to gradfytng to note that after due
consideration the board of regents polite-
ly declined her paltry little million for
they thought that not even the Rocke-
feller millions could justly purchase the
birthrights of its athletic Inheritance

This I believe in short is the spirit or
atany rate should be the spirit which dom-
inate all our colleges of toe present day-
I think I am further safe hi saying that
in time to come some of the most Impor-
tant questions that will confront the

Athletics inculcates selfreliance
often and manly courage

The time tomes when you are put to the
