Minute Particle Powerful Enough to
Cure Cancer and Strong Enonjrli to
Photograph a Foot of
Granite Main Feature at Meeting of
Washington Medical Society

A tiny of radium powerful
enough to cure any disease of an ulcer-
ous nature and of sufficient strength to

an object through twelve
Inches of granite was the main

at the meeting of the Washington
Homeopathic Medical Society at the
Eborebam lest night

For the first time in puWte Dr A K
P Harvey demonstrated the possibilities
ot the expensive mineral aad in a brief
address imparted to the society the bene-
fits that ar to be derived from the ap
pNcatkm of radium

According to the scientist the s b taii e
exhibited is the only owned in
Washington and wilt retain its bulk f r
a billion years Weighing twelve mllli-
grame and valued at 1460 the specimen
was examined with great care by tile
audience
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As the speaker t 4d of the wonderful
properties of product and cited the
results obtained front its use the mem-
ber of the society listened with an in-

terest that approached a degree of mys-
tery

Exhibit Three Specimens
The first specimen shown by the doc

tor is known as German product and
bromide of radium haYing a radio-

activity equal to UNJQI A smaller
quantity of French manufacture ban
died under different ctrcuraetanees and
equal to GMMQ radio activity was shown
in addition to two milligrams of the same
product exhibited and preserved In such-
A manner as to throw off three distinct
rays known as alptfa and gamme
rays

The mineral owing to its property to
emit light and heat was examined under
circumstances that prevented tbo enthusi-
astic auditors from being burned while
handling the aluminum and glass tubes
that contained the substance

After he had demonstrated the physical
and chemical properties of the substance
Dr Harvey began his address He saId
in part

Radium was first discovered by a
French scientist by the name of Bacarral
who obtained the substance from the
residue of uranium mixed with pitch
blend He Included radium in his experi-
ments with the Roentgen rays and ob-
tained what is known as the radium of
500000 radio activity While his experi-
ments were being heralded poor French
woman working in the laboratories of
Paris started an investigation to find out
what caused the radio activity in ura-
nium Mme Curie accordingly went to
the pitch blend fields of Bohemia and
after spending twelve or fourteen months
in precipitating uranium in caustic sods
and suiphurto acid she dissolved about
two tons of the thick muddy blend until
she obtained two ounces of radium madeup of a mixture of bismuth cotton ba-
rium and mud

Germany Stops Export
She went back to Paris and astonished
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entitle world with her discovery
which was further perfected by herself
and hueband who collaborated in separ-
ating the bismuth from the solution
This product obtained they called radium
Because Germany at this time forbade
the exportation of pltoh blend and the
importation of certain materials neces-
sary to discover radium Madame Curie
was prevented from continuing her

The Germans and especially
Dr Staurmel are now making what is
known as the bromide of radium which
has a radio activity equal to 1SW000

Dr Harvey then explained the strength-
of the rays diffused by the dark brown
powder and told how they were applied to
core cancer or other lupus growths

He declared he had treated numerous
patients in Washington since receiving
the radium six months ago and that his
efforts had been attended with success
entirely healing the disease and leaving-
no soar

When questioned as to the strength ofthe twelve milligrams first exhibited by
him Dr Harvey replied that It was suffi-
cient to discharge a German electrodethrough his body and strong enough tophotograph a bullet loaded in a three
inch rifle

Applause had greeted Dr Harveys ob-
servations but when In conclusion hepromised the members of the society thathe would gladly loan all or any portion
of the sixteen kllligrams of radium ownedby him he was forced to pause while thephysicians applauded

Special methods of anesthesia was
the subject of the essay rood by Dr M
Crichton Ho described the anesthetic
properties of cocaine as vastly superior to
other or chloroform and recommended
that it be used for medical operations inplace of any other narcotic

His conclusion contained the prediction
that cocaine would supercede all other
forms of anesthesia within the next tenyears

District Court of Appeals Finds in
1 Favor of Bakers

By a decision of the District Court of
Appeals in an opinion gives yesterday-
by Chief Justice Shepard the suit of the
District authorities to establish the va-

ent weight from that required by the
old regulation dlctded to irake test
case and retained Attorney Alexander H
Bell to appear for them George Haut
notified the authorities that on a certain
day he would bake bread weighing only
fifteen ounces to the loaf instead of from
sixteen to eighteen ounces

His bread was seized and Ms cue
brought up in Potted where Mr

against him Judge KlmbaU ordered tIN
information quashed and the District
sued out a writ of error to the District
Court of Appeals

That tribunal by yesterdays opinion of
Chief Justice Shepard holds that the oH
broad regulation requiring leaves of not
less than sixteen nor more than eighteen
ounces weight enacted by the old corpo-
ration of Washington did not become a
law of the District of Columbia when
the corporations of Washington and
Georgetown and the old Levy Court for
the county were merged into the District
