INDUSTRY.

Tt is probable that American history
does not present another such remark-
able decline of an industry as that shown
by the statistics of hemp growing. Fifty
y'ears ago this season the high-water
mark of American hemp production was
reached. The crop that year yielded
143,000,000 pounds of fiber, more than half
of which was produced In the State of
Kentucky. To-day the annual produc-
tion of the whole country amounts to less
than one-sixth as much as was grown in
Kentucky in 1558. One county of the
Bie Grass State produced as much hemp
then as the whole United States produces
now,

The latest figures show that there are
about 10 American farms which
hcmp is grown to-day, with an average
0f 166 acres to the farm. The average
yield per acre was 732 pounds.  Kentucky
has 88 per cent of the acreage and about
the same proporticn of the total crop »
raised there. @ixty out avery
hundred pounds of hemp grown In the
United States is grown In five counties
of the Blue Grass region of the State
INinols, Nebraska, and California
nearly all the remaining 12 per cent
the ‘»-\mﬂri':m hemp crop.

The history of the hemp Industry in the
United Btates is an interesting one. Vir-
ginia tried to establish hemp growing in
colonial times. At first it was enacted
by the house of bhurgesses that as a prep-
aration for war, the county courts should
distribute to each tithable colonist a quart
of flax seed and a quart of hemp seed, in
return which there should be given
to the tithing master, after next
harvest, one pound of dressed flax and
one pound of dressed hemp, or two
pounds of elther, oath that the
tithable colonist had grown it. Later

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cughbreds. At one time they had a test
on the Connecticut River between Ken-
tucky water-rotted hemp and the best
Russian hemo. Each was made into
rope two and a half inches in circum-
ference, and the test applied. The Rus-
sian rope parted at $.118 pounds’ strain.
The Kentucky product broke at 2209
pounds. XNo horse race won ever brought
more joy to the hearts of Kentuckians
than that test hrought them. In all such
tests the Kentucky hemp proved superior
to the Russian product. At last it was
declded to rig one side of the ship Con-
stellation with rope from Kentucky hemp
and the other side with Russian hemp
rope. After a two years' cruise the cap-
tain declared that if there was any
preference it was in favor of the Rus-
sian. But the Kentucky rope was made
from dew-rotted hemp, and the Navy
Department has always declared water-
rotted to be preferable to dew-rotted,
and buys that kind to this day. Had the
Ceonstellation used the Kentucky water-
rotted, every son of the Blue Grass State
belleves the American eagle would have
vanquished the Russian bear in that con-
test.

The cut worm is one of the worst ene-
mies of hemp. Col. Jack Chinn not long
ago tried sowing sait to keep them out
of his flelds. The cut worms disappeared,
and most people concluded that the salt
had proved efficacious. But subsequent
similar experiments led to the conclu-
slon that Col. Chinn's cut worms would
have disappeared anyway. It is estimated
that a crop of hemp requires twenty
inches of rain in growing, or neariy a
half million gallons per acre.

Hemp harvest comes a hundred davs
after sowing. In Kentucky it is usually
cut about frost time. In latter years this
has been done by machinery.

has been cured and stacked or shocked,
and the autumnal equinoctial storms set
ih, it is spread out and allowed to rot.
When the fiber has thus been set free
from the binding material of the stalk,
it is gathered up and the breaking ‘pro-
cess begins. This is getting the fihre out
of the stalk. From time out of mind the
rate for breaking has bean a cent a
pound. Two hundered pounds is regarded
as a good average, though some have
gone as high as a hundred pounds an
hour and 6 pounds a day. Expertness
counts more than main streagth, but
these who possess that gquality wiil not
impart it to others, not even to their own
children, in many cases. The scarcity
of labor has led to a great demand for
machinery for the breaking
but as yet little progress has been made,
and the littlie old five siatted hand break
is still the favorite implement. There
are some 300 patents on hemp-hreaking
machines registered in the patent office,
but the one which fills the bili satisfac-
torily has not yet been invented.

The hemp seed business has been
brought down to a specialized basis.
Broom rape is the arch enemy of hemp,
and in order to get pure seed much pains
is taken. The dealers furnish the grow-
efs a gallon of seed In the sprinig In ex-
change for a bushel In the fall. When
the frost season comes. each stalk of
seed hemp is carefully ecut to prevent a
shattering of the seed. Three or four are
stacked up together, and when they be-
come dry the seed is beaten out into a
sheet. The Chinese seed is so high-
priced that a person can profitabiy buy
cloth to place around the stalks while

vet standing in order to get the early
seed.

The decline of shipping. the rise of jute,
of sisal and of Manila hemp have all
had a hand in the decadence of American
hemp growing. But the romance of it
growing always In a close association

with blue grass and thoroughbred horses,
can never decay. Member of the mul-
berry family, cousin-germian of ramia
and of hops, American hemp, In spite ot
its 92 per cent decline in production, still
feels itself one of the blue bloods of the
plant world a=4 an aristocrat in the fiber
kingdom.

The rather
tight-fitting sleeves are made with
groups of tucks at regular intervals; the
lower edge being finished in a point, and
trimmed with insertion and lace edging.
The neck may be finished with a Duteh
collar, which should be scalioped and
hand-embroldered, or & high collar of the
material trimmed with the insertion and
edging may be worn. The pattern is in
€ sizes—32 to 42 Inches, bust measure.
For 36 bust the walist requires 4% yards
of material 20 inches wide, 3% yards 27
inches wide, 2% yards 3 inches wide, or
2% yards 42 inches wide; % yurd of inser-
tion and 1 yard of edging.

The Imnots
must be firmly made and all must have
the same number of twists.

It is also important to work them all
in the same direction, that is, bring the
needle up at the same corner in each
square and take it down in the dlagonal
corner every time.
